A very vigorous shrub 
with large pure white flowers tinted rose. 

Deutzia (Crenata) Very double white flowers tinted 
purplish rose. 

Buddleia (Butterfly Bush) Long spikes of Lilac pur¬ 
ple flowers. Mid-summer until frost. 

Lilacs Purple or white. 

Japan Quince (Fire Bush) Glossy dark foliage with 
reddish tints. Large deep scarlet flowers in abun¬ 
dance. 

Snowberry 2 varieties. Pink flowers with either 
white or red berries in Autumn. 

Honeysuckle Red tartarian compact shrub bearing 
beautiful red flowers from May to July. 

Forsythia Blooms in April before the leaves appear 
Bell shaped yellow flowers.
