The preparation for laying down lawns is too often hastily and imperfectly made. The first point is to get the 

ground shaped to the desired grade, taking care in grading that when the hills are removed sufficient subsoil is also 
removed to be replaced with top soil, so that at least 6 inches of good soil will overlay the whole in all places. 
When the grading is finished, drains should be laid wherever necessary; then the whole should be thoroughly plowed, 
a subsoiler following in the wake of the common plow, until it is completely pulverized. A heavy harrow should 
then be applied, until the surface is thoroughly fined down. All stones, roots, etc., should be removed, so that a 
smooth surface may be obtained. The lawn is now ready to be sown. When the seed is sown, a light harrow should 
again be applied, and after a thorough rolling given, so that the surface is made as smooth as possible. In the lati¬ 
tude of New Jersey the seed may be sown at any time during the months of April and May, and will form a good 
lawn by August if the preparation has been good. If sown in hot months of June or July, a sprinkling of oats should 
be sown at the same time, so that the shade given by the oats will protect the young grass from the sun. For small 
plots, of course, digging, trenching and raking must be done instead of plowing, subsoiling or harrowing. August 
and September are also good months to sow grass seed.

The early varieties of Cabbage are cultivated more extensively 
than any other vegetable. In latitudes where the thermometer 
never indicates 20 degrees below the freezing point, seed may 
be sown in the open border in October and planted out on the 
first opening of Spring, but in our northern states they must 
either be sown in hotbeds in February, or, what is still better, 
wintered over in coldframes. For this purpose the seed is sown 
from the 10th to the 20th of September. Attention to date is 
important; if too soon, the plants might run to seed, and if too 
late, they will be too small.

In forming the bed mix the dung 
well together, beating it down with a fork until from 18 to 24 
inches thick. In this state it may remain until the temperature 
is sufficiently moderate for spawning, which may be ascertained 
by trial sticks thrust in different parts of the bed. 

Divide the large cakes of spawn into small lumps, plant them 
2 inches below the surface and 6 inches apart, covering with 
2 inches of fine, light soil, and press down evenly. When finished, 
cover the bed 3 inches thick with clean straw and protect from 
heavy rains. The Mushrooms will make their appearance in 
from four to six weeks, according to the season.

The Potato, like all robust-growing vegetables, can be grown 
with varying success on soils of all kinds and in all conditions 
of fertility, but the soil best suited to it is a sandy loam. In all 
heavy soils it is more subject to a disease and the flavor is much 
inferior. In breaking up good pasture land, the decaying sods 
answer sufficiently well for the first year in lieu of manure. 
Manure is applied either in rows or hills, or broadcast over the 
ground and plowed in—the latter in most cases being preferable. 
If the soil is good, but little manure is required. In highly en¬ 
riched soil the plants are more liable to disease than when grown 
in soil that is naturally good. The best fertilizers are those of a 
dry or absorbent nature. Plant as early in Spring as the ground 
can be had in fair working order, in hills or ridges about 3 feet 
apart, covering in light, warm soil, about 4 inches deep, but in 
cold, wet situations, 2 or 3 inches will be sufficient.

General Cultural Directions—To get an early start seeds can be sown indoors in shallow boxes or 

seed pans, not over 3 inches deep. About 1 inch of rough material should be placed in the bottom and on top 
of this, another inch of fine sifted soil. After the surface has been smoothed and lightly pressed, sow the 
seed evenly and cover lightly with soil. Then press firmly and water very carefully in order not to wash the 
seeds out of the ground. Cover the box with a pane of glass, keep in a temperature of about 65 degrees and 
water carefully as needed. As the seedlings grow, the glass can be removed and the plants transplanted 
into other boxes or small pots from which they may be planted in the open ground when the weather is 
favorable. Before sowing seed outdoors, the ground should be thoroughly spaded and raked until it is as 
smooth and fine as possible. The seeds should be covered three or four times their diameter in order to 
prevent rains from washing them out. Do not sow seeds of tender plants until all danger of frost is over.

Planting and Care of Roses 
Roses should be planted in good, rich soil. Dig the hole deep enough sc that it can be set in the ground about 2 inches below 

where it was budded. That will prevent suckers from growing up from the natural root. Do not trim the root off too severely, but 
cut the tops off about 8 inches above the top of the ground. Pack good rich soil thoroughly around the roots, being careful not to 
let any compost come in contact with the roots. Keep the top of the earth thoroughly worked around the bushes the entire season. 
Each following Spring they should be pruned 10 to 12 inches. Always use pruning shears, as a knife has a tendency of loosening 
them from the earth.
