An Apology and Explanation 

FOR several years I promised a 

pamphlet on the year’s new varie¬ 

ties, "Iris as I bloomed them and as 

I liked them.” I wanted to write this 

very much, but as Burns put it "The 

best laid schemes o’ mice and o’ men 

gang oft a-gley.” 

Choosing for all novelties and im¬ 

ports an especially sheltered section 

free from wintry blasts, I managed to 

winter them nicely only to run into a 

new hazard. This sheltered section 

fell victim to late May frost where the 

open fields with more wind escaped. 

Result, three-fourths of the bloom 

buds frosted. 

Following this catastrophe came the 

big drought which, during the trans¬ 

planting season, created so much extra 

work that no time was left to write. 

In the fall a protracted illness overtook 

the writer, closing the last opportunity 

to write this pamphlet. However all 

material intended for the bulletin has 

been worked into this catalog and will, 

I hope, be equally acceptable here. 

This idea of writing up our blooming 

season is still as strong as ever and if 

not met by a new series of difficulties 

will become a yearly feature, mailed 

to all customers of the year.

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INTRODUCTION TO 1931 EDITION 
This is the fourth edition of "An Iris Lovers Catalog”. Those 

who received previous issues will know its purpose and method. I 

have made this year’s issue as simple as possible to save space. It 

might be briefly stated, however, that the writer has now spent ten 

years of intense and enthusiastic study among Iris. Started as a 

hobby it was conducted as such for a number of years. Entry into 

the commercial field was forced by the ever growing investment 

necessary to keep the ideal of complete collections undertaken at the 

outset, also by the natural impulse of flower lovers to share their 

thrills and findings with others. 

The Complete Picture 
You will find in this catalog every worthwhile Iris from the old¬ 

est still worth noting to the latest introductions of the year as fax 

as I have become acquainted with them. The tall bearded section is 

treated as follows:— 

The Best 500 
From 1200 varieties accumulated during the last ten years a list 

of "The Best 5 00” are presented with detailed descriptions, divided 

into twelve natural color groups, and these are again in turn broken 

up into smaller units having similar characters. Thus in selecting you 

have before you only the limited field of the same general color effect, 

the remainder being for the time out of the picture. The advantage 

of selection is obvious. 

100 Super Iris 
From this list of the "Best 500” a further selection is made of a 

"Best 100” This is of course a personal list tho compiled by a taste 

devoid of preferences or prejudices among the color classes, rather with 

a keen appreciation of the best in its own peculiar group according to 

the standard each separate group presents at this time. 

Frequently you hear the query, "What are the best 25, or the 

best dozen Iris?” Those with a limited acquaintance with what 

there is now in Iris have much less trouble giving an answer here 

than those with a full acquaintance in the field of Iris. I find it 

utterly impossible to compile such a list; if I did I could duplicate 

it with one or two more of equal favorites. I will leave this pleasant 

pastime to each Iris lover. It is a lot of fun to make such lists for 

yourself. 

Second Line Iris 
A group of many varieties which are splendid for all general 

gardening purposes; and for those not having grown Iris, they contain 

endless thrills. The color student too, who is not altogether in¬ 

fluenced by considerations of height, size, and other more imposing 

qualities will find treasures here. More than that, many varieties 

are individually equal to those of the "Best 5 00” and 

are only here because of fine shades of difference that had 

to be resorted to, when the list of 5 00 was only too quickly filled. 

The element of duplication also placed many good varieties here. 

Therefore those wishing a great range of varieties on a small outlay 

can make ample selection from this second line with full confidence, 

keeping in mind that behind these there is another list of over 200 

varieties that I have grown right up to 1930 but will not offer in the 

future. 

Novelties Ahead 
This feature of the catalog I am happy over as a real innovation. 

It covers all the new introductions of the last two years from vir¬ 

tually every quarter, both American and foreign. These are presented 

in the raiser’s or introducer’s own description thus completing the 

picture of Iris of the past, present, or future. 
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Dwarf Bearded Iris 
These are given a separate section and represent the most com¬ 

plete assortment offered today. With a favorable blooming season this 

section will be as thoroughly treated as the tall bearded section is now. 

The Exotics 
Reticulatas, Oncocyclus and Regelios 

Are given introductory treatment on pages 49 to 5 5. To the real 

Iris Lover there is a thrill in growing these out of the ordinary things. 

The 1931 Collections 
These collections surpass anything ever offered before. I wish 

there were a way that I could impart that confidence in these col¬ 

lections that the earnest study and selection merits. 

The Educational Collections are really Iris missionaries to start 

folks right and are far above the plane of the average collection. 

They are great money savers for beginners. Other collections among 

the different groups of Iris tell their own story. 

The Bargain Section 
So great is the yearly influx of new varieties that it is impossible 

to give them all the proper presentation. Many good things there¬ 

fore, so to say, bloom unseen. These and other small surpluses are 

assembled into a list of over 200 which are presented at a great re¬ 

duction. You make your own collection at the rate of three dollars 

for one. This list will be found on pages 41 to 43.

Candelight is dantiness itself, pale bluish lavender tinted pink, a 

golden central glow extending on segments. I hardly feel that 

it is as far ahead of the others as the rating would indicate. El 

Capitan a blue lavender giant of differing type with flaring falls 

practically a self and to my liking there is none better. S. Loetitia 

Michaud, delicate blue lavender, paling to edges, with a soft yellow 

throat is another queen unsurpassed for warm, dry climates, with 

proper provision you can get good results anywhere. Sensation a huge 

variety with a most novel blue tone and long horizontal spreading 

falls of extra substance. Asia should be perhaps listed here as far 

as flower is concerned; it merits it. The only criticism is that the 

stalk is so heavy that it cannot stand unsupported in stormy weather.

These self blues form a fine group. Do not take small differ- 

ences of rating seriously, the collection is studied to give perfect bal¬ 

ance of variety and avoid similarity excepting in the first group which 

consists of Mary Barnett, Gleam, Duke Of York, Princess Beatrice, 

and Evening Glow. These form a generally similar group. Mary Bar¬ 

nett and Gleam will probably have to fight it out for precedence 

which will take several years. These two are very bright light lav¬ 

enders with intense golden beards. The same almost holds true of 

Evening Glow with a slightly pinker cast. Princess Beatrice is the 

classic model for form and texture but will appreciate a little extra 

care. Duke Of York is the bluest and most vigorous, the best value 

considering price, both as an individual or in mass. Jacqueline Guil- 

lot is a pleasing clear blue of satin surface approaching Sensation in 

tone. A white beard enhances the chaste effect. Stir prise is of fault¬ 

less form and habit, color between the blues of Hidalgo and Duchess 

Sarah, hardiness needs testing; a little high priced at present. Hidal¬ 

go for a clear, large lavender blue with broad shape. Leonata an im-

proved Lady Foster, a lovely large lavender needing special care in 

northern climes. Santa Barbara, fine flaring form much liked, a 

somewhat opaque grey blue tone; would prefer it a little brighter. 

Gabriel was hailed as a great improvement on E. H. Jenkins. Several 

years of effort have failed to bring out this superiority here. I will 

try a little longer. Gloriae of similar tone is another that has sulked 

for several years and not lived up to its expected standard. Realm is 

a very bright, intense blue with glowing beards, not quite as large 

as Sensation, with a deeper tone, very showy. Kulan Tith, a large 

early-flowering distinct Pallida. Marjorie Tinley, tall, large, very 

late, of great substance, a welcome change of type. It displaces 

Harpallion which is good but too similar. Hyperion is another large 

lavender widely flaring with good foliage and hardy. It is a light 

Dominion. F. B. Shermerhorn bloomed comparable to many of the 

above, large bright and hardy. E. H. Jenkins is such a lovely color 

and has such fine branching that I cannot drop it until I see another 

to take its place.

Simone Vaissiere is a wide spreading silky bicolor; its beauty is in the 

fine contrast and large size. Ann Page a fine textured lavender with 

hazel haft, form, and branching are a feature. Angelo to my mind 

much neglected, adds a different distinctive note to a collection.

Coronado 

is similar to the above in tone, a little redder and earlier. 

Aurifero is one of the gems of this group, a fine tint of light 

blue with intense golden beard and beautiful bronzed hafts. Elaine 

and Kalif are two refined blends blue to yellowish bronze. Mme. 

Laredo and Memory represent a fine type of silvery lavender with 

intensified heart of gold styles, beard and haft venation. Silverado, 

Cinderella, and Mady Carriere represent the more clouded and suf¬ 

fused types, mainly in combinations of buff and blue with some gray¬ 

ish tones. Purple Haze is a brassy metallic overlay.

Of this group a number were carried in the pink section here¬ 

tofore. While they show the pink note quite well when associated 

with the more blues, when placed among those that are still pinker 

they look more out of place than they do with the blues, hence this 

transfer. Mother Of Pearl is an extremely delicate combination, a 

touch of gold helps in its makeup. I like even better Canyon Mists 

finer texture, better form, and very clear toned. Queen Caterina a 

little deeper, large flower of fine habit, but must be watched against 

freezing out. Odaroloc and Oberon large flowered varieties, very 

pleasing; the last with crinkled edges and underated. Avalon an 

original greyish mauve tone, fine form and texture but also tender. 

Mile. Schwartz, a pallid mauve, wonderfully branched, approaches 

the style of L. Michaud. Sweet Lavender a soft solid mauve, extra 

fine waved edges on flaring falls. Dejah is one of the tallest and 

most vigorous of Iris; it displaces Cluny.

Of these pale silvery blues Andre Autissier has the finest tone 

of pale sky blue and is one of the last of all Iris to bloom.

Brandywine has a specially beautiful tone and good 

texture; Shylock is a crisp, light blue; a type all its own. Marian 

Mohr is tender as a plant but has extra heavy substance making it 

useful for those who wish to breed for this quality. There are three 

other light blues usefull for garden work; they are Silver Mist, Mil- 

leress, and Aquamarine.

Celeste 

is an old variety that has a very original effect of blue to white and 

literally smothers itself with bloom, for that reason, very desirable 

for massing.

Firmament a bicolor of very beautiful toned 

standards and deeper falls, color variable according to season but can 

bloom very beautiful. Pearl Blue medium height especially well 

formed, a strong blue clouded white, a smaller bluer Mother of Pearl, 
very effective.

Some of these varieties may well be meritorious for our select 

list but for one reason or another have so far not bloomed.in typical 

fashion. Asphodel and Elsa seem to have a very fine tone of blue, in 

that respect they are similar. Whether both are needed remains to 

be seen. Dionyza is supposed to be one of the better Hort varieties 

therefore it will be given a further chance. Gabriel and Gloriac 

have been commented on above. Horizon well spoken of where seen 

but slow to bring bloom here. May Allison is heralded as a double 

Celeste. As this variety is a good massing Iris in the single form, 

we are curious to see the effect of its doubling. General Gallieni 

and Azyiade are two of the Ricardi derivatives of considerable charm, 

the latter being along the lines of Michaud, but it is questionable 

whether they are fine enough to merit fussing with their tenderness. 

Clement Dubuffe and Khana two Cayeux varieties, blended blues on 

the order of Mady Carrierre, but it is a question whether they are 

needed.

This mid-toned group yields serveral varieties of super quality. 

The first one is Persia blended bicolor, one of my sensations of 1930. 

This is a strongly blended variety barely squeezing in as a blue. 

By comparison a much improved Avator, wonderful size and texture, 

the stands are a brownish drab flushed blue, the falls a rich blue. 

The tone of blue is unusual, forming a perfect blend. I only hope 

it will bloom every year as it did this year. Duchess Sarah medium 

bicolor, when two years old is one of the most desirable Iris, a perfect 

balanced bicolor deeper and richer than Lord of June. The brown 

haft helps it very much. Somehow many of the big scribes missed 

this Iris when first introduced as they did Sir Michael on its first 

appearance. Blue Banner, near self, is a new tone of blue, very bright, 

quite unlike other blues. A good addition. Wedgewood, a self, a 

real distinct variety, opens deep, pales, is good both ways, white 

beard, cool blue effect, indispensable. Lindberg strong bicolor, an im¬ 

provement on the old Perfection type, as Rheintraube, Cavalier, 

Azure. The flower should be larger for a super Iris but the color 

makes up.

A small group needs special emphasis because of its color note 

—Ideal a rich, royal blue, more pronounced in blueness than any 

other in this middle register. Floridor an unusual cool grey blue, none 

other like it. Bonnie Blue too is a cool restful blue, for clump or 

mass. It displaces the similarly colored but low growing Boy Blue. 

Nemo is a new deep rich metallic blue with a brown haft, and of 

good size. Conquistador is a giant in warmer climates, a little coarse 

as a graden Iris, but excellent as a breeder. Clematis is so unusual, 

opening flat like a Japanese Iris, medium height. Cassiopee is a diffi¬ 

cult blend to describe, a greyish blue variously dotted and veined 

with bronzy gold and buff tones of extraordinary substance. Rajput 

is one difficult variety to place as regards color, falling half-way be¬ 

tween the blue toned and the red toned division, a heliotrope violet. 

There is no name to convey it without seeing it. It is beautifully 

branched and of fine poise. Brenthis is a blended type, opens up 

very rich but stands fade some, giving the same trouble as L. A. 

Williamson and Coppersmith, perhaps most noticeable in sunny 

climates.

The newer things are truly fine considering the really 

low prices at which some may be had. This is the home district of 

Dominion which has exerted the most profound influence on the tall 

bearded Iris in its past and likely its future history.

I know I have too many candidates for the Super Iris Group 

but there will have to be another year of culling. While I have 

not had typical bloom from Blue Velvet because of an early spring 

injury, I must accept the emphatic verdict of so many good author¬ 

ities back of it. Should I offer an amendment, it would be "less 

conspicuous haft veining”, but I am a stickler on mellow soft haft 

patterns. Some seem to like heavy venations or give them status 

by calling them oriental and barbaric. But let this digression not be 

a reflection on Blue Velvet. Swazi was a first love with me so will 

always have a favored place. It does not need any favoritism how¬ 

ever. It is a great Iris, bluer, taller, better branched than Domin¬ 

ion. Tropic Seas is another grand blue, fine height and color. It is rea¬ 

sonable now. Everybody should have it, like Mine. Gaudicbau, one of 

the vanguards of every Iris collection. The first year I bloomed 

Mme. Gaudichau and had not memorized it with many others I kept 

going back again and again to see what that large blue was. Such is 

the proof of a good Iris. Sir Michael—Ah! how should I describe that 

color combination. You lose it like plucking a butterfly to pieces, 

describing it via the standards, falls, styles, beards. You cannot put 

it together again. The charm lies in the ensemble effect. The rare 

blue stands with the velvety like reflex flush on falls that look black¬ 

ish at a distance, the rich brown haft edging at base, the overpower¬ 

ing brilliant beard to bind the whole into a perfect picture. 

The harshest criticism I could evoke from anyone was that the stand¬ 

ards were a little cupped (open). It is not sunflower size which 

counts most. The day is not yet here when we can get such rich colors 

in oversize flowers. Germaine Perthuis a little less blue leaning 

towards the red side, is a majestic thing when grown right, second 

to none in garden effect. Duke of Bedford is unfortunately fre¬ 

quently winter injured. I notice when the foliage freezes back 

severely, it stunts the flower stalk and plant for a year. Therefore 

plenty of cover while keeping it dry for winter, rich soil too. A 

great stalk of flowers forming that three tier effect I like so well, the 

rich dark stands help materially. Dark stands make a far more 

effective garden picture than lighter bicolors. 

Zulu is one of the farewell Iris that brings us the sad tidings 

that the pageant has once more passed. A very blue Iris of un¬ 

usual carriage, indispensable. Majestic is a magnificent bicolor that 

can be viewed close at hand with great satisfaction. Its charm is 

the intense brilliant velvety Dominion falls. It can take the place 

of Prospero. Baldwin is an absolutely new and distinct color, a sort 

of electric blue. Must be seen, nothing to compare it to. It is a 

huge flower of fine texture, not half well enough known. Cinnabar 

is one of the richest bits of color with texture and form to be found 

in Iris. The latest arrival Klamath, in a sense a perfected larger 

bronzier Lent A. Williamson, a rich subdued bronzed violet purple, 

huge in size, faultless of form, substance, and carriage, an Iris that 

grows on you. I liked it best on the second day; an advance in a 

new direction, a truly oriental combination.

Van Cleve just a 

trifle bicolor is a very rich silky Iris. Katherine McFarland is a 

beautiful bit of color more towards the deep violet purple than blue 

tone.

Lamia a 

soft mauve pink blend, large and tall, the largest, tallest of the Mme. 

Cheri, Midgard type. Senorita another Asia, Candlelight type delicate 

lavender lilac, overlaid yellow, very fine haft pattern, altogether 

charming. Quaker Lady a bronzed and blended pinkish lavender, fine 

texture, still worth listing in good company. Indian a most unusual 

combination, a lavender blend suggesting salmon; very few plants in 

existence. Belisaire a tan and more coppery pink blend irregularly 

flushed displacing the older Dejazet. Cattleya a unique blend, fawn 

and lavender rose clouded stands with deeper falls, remarkable red 

veined haft pattern. Reverie a buff and rosy blended bicolor of fine 

form and substance.

Lady Byng a satiny textured lavender overlaid rose. Phyllis Bliss 

a similar tone, very fine formed flower makes a soldierly row, three 

tier arrangement of flowers. 

San Gabriel is a California giant, tall and early, must be watched 

for early spring frosts which often kill it after successful wintering. 

Eventide a rare color, greyish slaty mauve, a uniform self, for lovers 

of the unusual. Sir Galahad a commanding bright bicolor, gleaming 

lilac and lavender, showy. Hermosa one of those finely formed 

satiny texture lavender pinks, that have great carrying power in the 

garden. Jacinto a soft pinkish lavender with a yellowish cast, very 

free flowering and showy. Franklin Beynon is a taller edition of the 

delightful color of Mrs. Alan Gray—a color which carries well. 

For the earliest bloomers try Titus, Franklin Beynon, Mary Gib¬ 

son, Sir Galahad, San Gabriel.

MEDIUM PINK TONES (Sec. 2B)

tion to follow. The middle register contains not only the deeper 

pinks, the so called violet pinks but also a series of reddish blends of 

medium depth, many wavering as to whether to drop off on the 

yellow or red side of our divisions as Ramona, Anne Marie Cayeux, 

Olive Murrell, Messaline. The difference between pinks heavily 

bronzed as Estrel and those without yellow in their composition is 

pronounced.

Aphrodite an absolutely distinct variety in its violet pink tone of 

satiny smoothness—no veining. Edgewood, this is a high class Iris 

color, a warmer pink bicolor than Frieda Mohr, choice and reliable. 

Esterel and Romance differing in form are much the same color, 

a rich bronzed pink with luminous gold heart, warmer tone than 

Mme. Bouscant. Frieda Mohr height, size, color, substance all are here, 

a bicolor in lilac rose pink. This and Wm. Mohr can well lead the 

Processional March among American Iris and the world in their par¬ 

ticular types. Elizabeth Egelberg little known but a very fine Iris, 

wonderful branching, large flowers, color a more yellow tone of pink 
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than Frieda Mohr. Mme. Cecil Bouscant a semi tender Iris, a wonder¬ 

ful soft old rose with a fitting blue flush, large branching, one of 

the vanguards of all Iris. Romola the pinkest Dominion, lilac 

pink to red violet, large and well placed flowers, needs a little better 

protection than other Dominions. Omaha a rare reddish combination 

on the brownish cinnamon side. An intense red veined haft marks it 

one of the reddest in the middle red group. Ortrud a wonderful blend 

on order of Dejazet and Belisaire but more subtly colored, the red flush 

on falls entrancing. Anne Marie Cayeux a new star hardly a pink, 

nearly a neutral blend—the pink toned standards determine color, 

falls grey to iridescent, pigeon throat violet. Fascination a deeper rich 

pink self better tone than Aphrodite or Solferino. Looking back over 

the above group of pinks and reds of medium tone depth I must once 

more say "a magnificent fist”. Win. Mohr is rightfully booked here a 

Pogo-Cyclus but so grand an Iris that it cannot be presented too often. 

In color, depth and tone it fits here, but might also go with plicatas Sec. 

4B because of the whitish ground and fine veining unique with Pogo- 

cyclus tribe. It opens a deep pink lilac effect, it fades several tones 

lighter. I have grown it three feet tall and it rivals the most gorgeous 

Japanese Iris. Culture relatively easy.

Rota another 

beacon, a bright rosy red by comparison to other colors found in the 

Iris fields. Silver Ribbon very distinct type of deep pink quite 

unlike any other. Georgia an early free bloomer, deeper rose pink, 

takes place of Cecil Minturn. Aglaia is such a healthy vigorous grower 

and good pink that I will carry it on.

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A group of Bicolors—Arlington has proven one of the bright 

garden objects, getting many a second glance in passing. Magnified 

has a startling garden presence, tall, of large size, and unusual straight 

hanging falls, it always attracts attention. Leverrier is a magnificent 

branching Iris of large size. Naomi is another bright gleaming bicolor 

of Romola, Arlington, type. Francheville and Farandolle are two fine 

Cayeux Iris, the latter especially large with blended and flushed 

stands and deeper reddish falls. Skitchewaug a new American, a bi¬ 

color along the Isoline type but redder and not as soft. Mrs. Cuth- 

bertson, Olympus, Lord Lambourne are a trio of Perry’s of same 

general cast, yet differing stands, lilac to reddish, some blended, falls, 

a rose purple color from soft in Mrs. Cuthbertson to deeper red in 

Lord Lambourne, all fine hardy growers of height, well formed and 

spaced. These to my mind eliminate Deucallion, Muzeris, Feronia of 

same general Perry group. Folkwang as it blooms in some seasons 

would come here; it is classed with white bicolors 4C as stands are 

sometimes nearly white. A recent arrival bloomed for the first time, 

Violet Lake, the color combination a smaller Frieda Mohr but greatly 

intensified in vividness and luminosity. It should make a wonderful 

massing variety.

This is a fine group of pink to red blends, where yellow has mod¬ 

ified the tone of the flower producing a bronzy effect. Mine. Cheri 

and Nancy Orne are two pleasing examples, the first a sort of fawn 

crushed raspberry effect, the other more bluish. /. B. Dumas and 

Ri-Kochii are two of those fine blends as we can get only from Ricardi 

lines; both need specially drained, dry, protected places. For those 

who like subtle colors Mme. Abel Chatenay, an old rose and helio¬ 

trope blend foreshadowing many of later great Cayeux develop¬ 

ments, a bluer Abenda. Evadne a metallic old rose. Olive Murrell 

a soft bronzed blend stands lavender rose, falls more bluish, a little 

tender. Our King is one of those odd tones of blended rose pink that 

merits being carried on. Grisette a larger Quaker Lady and more 

bronzy in effect. Messaline a large gold and reddish flushed variety 

difficult of description, a softer Bellatrix. Troost is another old timer 

that I am holding on to because of its pleasing combination, bronzy 

pink stands, brown fine nettled haft on falls.

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What we call the darker red purple is no doubt the most exciting 

and sensational at present. It seems every dark red bronzy variety is 

slated for introduction until this is now the most crowded section of 

all the color classes and still there are more very high priced varieties 

ahead of us in this class than in any other field among Iris. 

While all the varieties included under this heading clearly can 

be classed as reddish purples, the variation among them is enormous. 

It is a far cry from Bruno to Magenta. In an effort to simplify the 

situation such purples as Pioneer, Archeveque, have been placed with 

the blue side and termed violet purples. The remainder then are 

classed into a number of minor groups, having certain similarities, yet 

again capable of being broken up into smaller groups. It would 

not be difficult to subdivide this red bronzed purple section into 

twelve to fifteen subclasses. 

First I present my super class for this color group but the line is 

not a sharp one. You may prefer others; new bloomings may upset 

it. At present, tho, they represent my preference. These varieties 

are described among the subclasses following where they fit.

The first group is one showing the brownest tone of red-purple. 

Bruno is the best example of this, an olive bronze, brown red purple, 

a wonderful flower for smooth texture, tone and size. Ambassadeur 

with more pinkish smoky stands could easily be a world beater were 

the stands deeper toned and the whole more brilliant and less smoky. 

In 1929 Vert-Galant received the Dykes Medal for the French Division 

as the finest Iris of the year, while Depute Nomblot was in competi¬ 

tion. In 1930 Depute Nomblot received this honor and disappoint¬ 

ment was expressed with Vert-Galant. This indicates the inherent 

weakness of award giving from certain show room appearances. The 

result is then exalted and magnified commercially until they become 

incomparable; having served their purpose commercially while in the 

price range from $25 to $50 they are later let down quickly and 

quietly. 

Vert-Galant as I bloomed it, showed two remarkable qualities, 

one—the stands were the loveliest smooth tone and texture of brownish 

bronze I had ever seen, and the fine oval falls had the best example 

of sharp clear edging about the falls of the same bronze color, as stands; 

a most distinct effect broadly nearest Glowing Embers tone. 

Glowing Embers gets brownish enough to be almost a transition variety 

between the reds and bronzed varigatas of the yellow bicolor section. 

Gluck a new French variety not as large, but of the most entrancing 

Havana brown effect. 
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Next we have darker brownish purple, a more pure purple giving 

a blackish brown effect, mulberry purple might be another term to 

use. Modoc, Aaresborst, have in common the character of a very fine 

red metallic brown; this determined the character of the whole 

flower. If Modoc grows large and tall it will lead the set, in the 

meantime the others are good and moderate. Geo. J. Tribolet is an 

Iris of fine placement, branching and form. Tenebrae blooming a 

little variable, sometimes very fine, a Rembrandt color. Mme. Henri 

Cayeux is a black purple lit up with red, a good color value—less so 

in texture. Monterey is one of the most uniformly rich and well 

formed flowers capable of displacing several other varieties here 

listed.

A set of considerably bronzed bicolors, many with stands of 

medium depth and quite yellow bronzed, others with stands deeper 

and these are better, as they do not take on the washy appearance of 

the lighter ones when 24 hours old. The first five have a strong 

bronzed tan tendency in the stands. Coppersmith has a very red fall 

and is a finely balanced flower. Le Correge has a still yellower tone 

to the stands but a very rich red toned fall with a coppery metallic 

haft. Don Juan is the largest, tallest of this group and somewhat 

lighter throughout. Glamour has the rich Dominion falls, somewhat 

silkier of cast, fine rounded flowers. Lerema a moderate priced variety 

is really much nearer the above varieties than the low price would 

indicate. 

A rich bronzed set with darker stands comprises the next six 

varieties. Arzani is a uniformly rich bronzed red, excellent form, 

substance and carriage. Sequioab is the richest of the Shull set. Cop¬ 

persmith and UAiglon this last has more blue violet in its makeup 

and is the freest bloomer and the best grower. 

Enchantment I think is the richest of the 1928 Cayeux set, the 

other three being Don Juan, Nene and Cassandre. The last two are 

fine large flowers, dark and rich, in fact, Nene had a great call be¬ 

cause of its nine inch spread, but now comes Millet with Paulette 

claiming an eleven inch spread. Thus like in ships and planes cham¬ 

pionship honors based on size are short lived. It seems to me too that 

at least at present the larger the flower the more they lose the velvet 

and color intensity we admire so much in some Dominions, and such as 

Sir Michael, Shiawassee. 

The last three varieties are more on the crimson side of red, less 

brown and yellow. Cardinal has improved with me during the years. 

Wonderful substance, form, velvet and tone. Shiawassee a most 

crimson fall with a beard rivaling Sir Michael, a deeper bronzed Sem¬ 

inole. Rose Madder more nearly of the rose crimson than any other, 

the stands carrying this tone.

And now we come to what I might call the Opera class. Opera 

itself is one of our richest colors and in this point has hardly been 

surpassed. San Luis Rey is a larger, better stalk, but hardly any richer 

if as rich. Nadia is of this color—a wide open flower, very free 

and a strong grower. Seminole is redder, less bronzing, enough dif¬ 

ferent not to directly compete. Medrano a browner less rosy tone 

can become an imposing Iris when well grown—a startling Iris. Lav- 

anne and Bourem are a deeper more blackish tone; they resemble each 

other in general appearance, Pavanne has the more rosy bronzed 

stands, both have broad segments. Orion is a rich broad petalled 

subdued color, quite different. 

A somewhat more violet version of the above is Morning Splen¬ 

dor, at one stage America’s finest Iris, a large silky red especially 

effective when seen against the low sun. Morning Glory is a newer 

higher priced development, a more brilliant Morning Splendor. 

Andrew Jackson is another bright vigorous bicolor of two shades of 

red purple. Mauna Loa is a generous red purple but only for warmer 

climates. 

Our third division of this group has still more blue in its make¬ 

up, sometimes in the form of a heliotrope flush. Labor heads this class 

mingling bluish reflections and rich red purple with bronzing at the 

base. Florian, Loelia, Claret Cup are variations of this combination 

in size, form and color depth; all good tall varieties and of a color not 

found heretofore among our Iris. Magnificent is a finer colored Iris 

than it gets credit for, because its source is not prominent. A fine 

red purple on the border line of blue. Hyacinthus is richly colored 

but should have broader segments. Ember is tall well branched, a 

pleasing bicolor.

Nutna Roumestan 

seems most in demand for this—I would like it both larger and better 

branched than I bloomed it. Grand Monarch I have not bloomed but 
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it meets with such general approval that I no doubt will agree—a 

rich bronzed red. Floreal is strong on color, a richer mahogany Apache, 

a color gem. 

The next few varieties are the reddest toned on the brown side 

of the red group so far achieved. Dauntless and Indian Chief rivalling 

for honors, both great achievements and can be safely bought unseen. 

Redwing is another of the great reds with broad segments so necessary 

for a dark Iris. 

The two greatest Iris achieved in the dark red section are un¬ 

doubtedly Mrs. Valery West which is acknowledged by Mr. Bliss and 

other Iris authorities as the culmination of the Dominion strain. It is 

not the reddest, its finest point is the smooth texture combined with 

great size and just the right color—browner than Morning Splendor 

yet having a certain rosy cast to keep it from being coppery. It is 

backed by a strong growing vigorous plant. Depute Nomblot men¬ 

tioned earlier, I have not bloomed, but it is so unanimously acclaimed 

that it must “have the goods”. It is another red purple perhaps better 

branched and taller than any other in this class.

This brings us to those reds having diminishing amounts of 

yellow in their makeup such as Julia Marlowe, and those having no 

yellow at all as Jackrose, consequently there is less and less bronzing 

effect. Peerless is a wonderful flower neglected because of our commer¬ 

cial practice of devoting all our boosting attention to things while 

they are new and the latest. It is a little slow growing, but its large 

size and fine red tones with heavy brown haft will reward anyone. 

Julia Marlowe is a majestic Iris of fine poise, a rich lilac red violet. 

Bravura is a large well formed slightly bronzed deep rose type. Im- 

perator is a vigorous bright red bicolor, now cheap enough to grow in 

every garden. Oread is a type more nearly on the crimson type'of 

red in strong distinction from such reds as Redwing. Magenta is one 

of those rare old red colors that defies comparison with others, a rich 

solid unique red tone. 

The last three varieties have virtually no yellow in their makeup. 

The old Ed Michel color is best represented by the new Jackrose a 

clear pure tone. Crimson Glow and Solferino are redder in tone, deeper 

colored; they bridge the gap to Aphrodite, but are darker.

Tyrean 

proved one of the richest things in the garden, a deep richly bronzed 

claret. Montour not as tall—a deep pinkish bronzed mahogany. 

Valery Mayet a "sprightly flapper,” taller, brighter, not as deep as the 

foregoing. Castor the deepest of the plicata types; there is just a 

zone of white left in the center of the deeply bronzed segments. Ram- 

eldo likewise even more brownish for those who like these Rembrandt 

colors. Peau Rouge very coppery red but low and bunched. Apache 

a more rosy flaring edition of the above color. Troades an absolutely 

new bluish red, a wonderful mass color. Maid Huron a deeply bronzed 

violet red. Ruhyd (Dykes Ruby) one of the oddest strikingly red 

purples. Medrano, Floreal, Seminole, Aareshorst should also be men¬ 

tioned as color gems. Rosalba is extra fine for clump and mass effect.

However, we 

have now Sunbeam and Nymph. It is hard to choose between them. 

Both are rich solid yellows and good performers. Perhaps Sunbeam 

has the edge. Moonbeam is a pale, more greenish yellow of beautiful 

form ’and size, very distinct. Primavera is another pale early yellow 

with large domed stands and reflexed falls. The new Starlight is 

a bright sulphur yellow, another unique variety. 

Two newcomers have had one blooming but will need another. 

Mirasol is very distinct, of good substance, yet I cannot say that so 

far it shows merit corresponding to its price. W. R. Dykes the much 

discussed, is the largest of the yellows, a wonderful soft tone but with 

purple splashed falls which many hope it will outgrow.

YELLOW BLENDS (Sec. 3B) 
To the lover of the unusual, these newer blends constitute a real 

treat. The improvement has moved so fast that nearly all the old 

varieties are eliminated, Afterglow being a sort of connecting link 

between old and new. In England they use the term "shotshades” to 

designate a number of these colors, meaning purples and violet shot 

with yellow in varying degrees, biscuit color is another designation 

as is Isabel and "dead leaves” sometimes used by the French. Here we 

mostly use the term blends. 

In this catalog we distinguished between blended lavender or 

blue purples, and blended pink or red purples where these colors still 

predominate over the yellow. The criterion being the effect of sim¬ 

ilarity as shown when viewed in the garden at short range. These 

blue or pink blends are grouped with those respective color groups. 

The present group before us are those blends where yellow or its in¬ 

fluence predominates. As super types I would select from several 

types the following.

Dione an artist’s 

Iris, fine form and texture, mingled gold and blue veining effect 

extends up at each side of the beard, a color gem. Etoile Du Matin 

as a creamy rather ecru white, veined with blue, sometimes s plashed 

with blue, good substance. Now for a number with a more or less 

blue flush which frequently fades out after the first day. Lenzschnee 

is a fine broad-petalled well formed flower, most whites have narrow 

segments—a very thankful variety.

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EARLY BLOOMING DWARF IRIS 
I greet the reappearance of the dwarf bearded varieties as keenly 

as the greater events to follow. The warm wine purple of Atrovio- 

lacea, the appealing sky blue of Coerulea or Azurea (the same for 

practical purposes) which are the first to greet us. They produce 

a wonderful effect if planted in small masses or a broad ribbon 

border. 

My preference lies with the clear colors, seifs preferred, and 

with flowers symmetrical and proportional to the idea of dwarfness. 

Some of the newer things run a little large. There are also too many 

muddied combinations that have no particular appeal or value. Then 

there is a great deal of similarity and duplication that is only annoying, 

because few of us want to form a collection of the imperfect prod¬ 

ucts on our journey towards the ideal dwarfs. 

Last year I made extensive importations from France and Eng¬ 

land, but many did not bloom typically, so judgment is reserved 

for another year. Therefore the omission of some varieties may not 

be disapproved. 

I will this year indicate my preference so far determined. A 

report on the complete list will be made for next year. I am sure 

in dwarfs we want a much more restricted list of the best types for 

the purpose intended. Therefore wholesale eliminations from the 

large list and reasons why may be expected. 

In the light blues Azurea or Coerulea (there is only a technical 

distinction for hairsplitters) is one of the very best of all dwarfs and 

especially valuable Rock Garden subject. Princess Louise seems to be 

similar. Mr. Burchfield’s Cyanea and Reflection are two more grey 

blue varieties taller and later. Ladies of Peeling looks like a lovely 

soft lavender. 

In the Blue Purples of medium depth some more smoky and sub¬ 

dued in effect. Dr. Mann, Cointesse Hautefeidle and Verna are very 

good. 

In the deeper Blue Purples, Huron Imp and Compacta which seem 

alike to me are the best. Of the more violet purples—Marocain 

easily leads, individually considered or in mass, form, color, texture 

are good. Standard, Ditton Purple looked very fine. Black-Midget 

are airy, graceful and distinctive. Dr. Potter is deep and rich—a 

little large. Aphylla Osiris seemed the deepest uniform blue. 

Coming to the pink of which we have none, the first red toned 

variety is the claret colored AtroviolaceaThis and Coerulea are the 

first to appear. The finest claret red to date is Burchfield’s Endy- 

mion finely formed, just enough blended to be warm toned. Ver¬ 

dun, Eclipse and Romeo are more smoky, so called vinaceous purples. 

A unique variety is Mirreille, large intense gold beard curving out over 

reflexed falls giving a beautiful gold and claret effect when sunlit 

morning or evening. 

A darker set of the deeper toned claret red purples is comprised 

of Burgundy, Elenko, Judy, Nudicaulis Purpurea, Hungarica and 

Gr amine a. 

The Yellows are well represented by such diverse types and tones 

as Orange Queen, Prairie Gem, Harbor Lights, Glee, Ylo, not to forget 

the extra early sand Iris Arenaria or Elavissima. I have found Sonny, 

like a number of the other Burchfield Dwarfs, a weak grower. Millets 

beautiful Max frequently winter kills. A German variety Sulphur has 

a light yellow bloom nearly as large as a tall bearded. 

In the whites we are still waiting for quality. Bride, Josephine, 

Fairy and Eburnea which is lemon tinged are about our best now. 

This does not of course sum up all the good things in the 

following list out of which I expect to find many more gems.

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INTERMEDIATE AND EARLY BLOOMING IRIS 

Technically these are the results of crosses between the early 

dwarfs and the later tall bearded varieties. They should bloom be¬ 

tween these two groups. However, there are also the early blooming 

Germanicas and derivatives of Cengialti in the tall bearded as well as 

the Pallida and Alberti crosses as Charmian, etc., all of which bloom 

about the same period. At least in this climate from a garden rather 

than a book point of view, it is more practical to treat them all as 

early or very early, tall bearded varieties, and this has been done in 

this catalog. They are herewith summed up with their color symbol 

which will help locate them as they are scattered through their re¬ 

spective color sections of this catalog in small groups marked early 

blooms.

THE EXOTICS IN MINNESOTA 

After an Iris fan runs the gamut of the big gorgeous things, 

if he is destined to become a super fan, he will become interested in 

the whole family of the tribe and explore the byways that give even 

greater pleasure because unseen by most. 

The Iris family is an ambitious one. It has representatives from 

the desert’s edge to the swampy bottoms. In point of time, it all 

but circles the year. The first heralds are to be enjoyed by us 

northerners only in pots, cool greenhouses, or protected frames. There 

are of course other climes than our northern states that may have 

them with less difficulties. 
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THE RETICULATA GROUP 

Group of Iris with bulbs instead of rhizomes, natives of Asia 

Minor and nearby regions. Blooming very early before leaves have 

grown far at all. The leaves are more grass like or crocus like and 

do most of their growing after the blooms have appeared. The leaves 

reach about a foot high. The flowers usually on 2 inch to 3 inch 

stems. 

From December to January Alata, a dwarf is representative of 

the Juno group, a light blue to greyish. Vartani an extra early form 

of reticulata group, also a light blue violet with a slaty flush. Then 

three forms of the beardless, Stylosa, Alba, Violacea, Marginata. We 

are experimenting in frame treatment of these precious subjects and 

hope to be able to propagate them soon commercially if there is interest 

and demand. 

Somewhat easier to handle, although with us still dependent on 

frame treatment because of heavy periodic frosts, are the regular 

reticulata group. If they can be covered and thereby held back 

somewhat, outdoor culture becomes practical. They produce a beau¬ 

tiful effect in small masses. I would not advise planting less than 

three of a kind even as a sampling. Their bloom period in 193 0 

extended from March 15th to April 1st. 

The first to make its appearance is Bakeriana a blue violet with 

white signal patch. Next to follow are Histrio, slaty blue with ample 

foliage, Histrio Major a deeper better form, H. Cilicae, a bluer form 

striped and dotted tiger like. These are followed by the violet 

purple form of Reticulata proper; very effective with its yellow signal 

patch. The series is closed by the fine varieties still scarce. Cyanea, 

clear medium blue with red gold signal patch, Cantab a medium self 

blue with yellow signal patch, and Krelagi claret purple with a white 

bordered yellow signal patch. 

Reticulatas, if grown in a sandy soil well baked out in summer, 

may be left from year to year—if in heavy soil subject to summer’s 

wetness, they had better be taken up and kept in dry sand or soil and 

replanted in fall. 

THE JUNO GROUP 

The odd Juno group takes up the procession here, structure like 

miniature corn plants, Bersica Tauri greenish gold center, zone 

broadly edged deep blue purple. Sindpers, turquoise blue with gold 

signal patch. Bucharica a creamy to yellow bicolor dotted brown. 

Orchiodes a rich deep yellow. These should not be disturbed from 

year to year. A hot dry summer position will insure good bloom. 

The bloom period of this group during 1930 was from April 2nd to 

May 2nd. 

At this point the bloom succession is taken up by two groups, 

the dwarf bearded and the Regelio and Regelio-Cyclus groups. Their 

period with us covers the entire month of May. You will find each 

section treated in this catalog. 

THE ONCOCYCLUS GROUP 

The post graduate Iris fan will sooner or later want to try his 

hand with Oncocyclus. Studying their native environment and cli¬ 

mate gives us a clue to reasonably successful culture. Those having 

plenty of hot summer sunshine can control the other factors needed 

for success. 
Our practice is to start drying them down right after blooming 

period. As the foliage begins to wither we take them up, put them 

in pots of wet clay which is immediately dried and baked into an 
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ONCOCYCLUS (Continued) 

absolutely dry state. In this condition we keep them in a dry warm 

place, a high shelf in a garage would seem right. They would keep 

in paper bags, but we prefer to try and keep the fleshy roots from 

being dried out too much by the action of the air. It is when these 

fleshy roots produce laterals that fall growth commences for the 

following year. To get them planted early enough in fall to start 

this root growth, yet late enough to prevent such top growth that 

would be frozen during the winter, is the trick. This must be solved 

for every one’s own locality. We have now built a large frame 

against the south side of the house wherein we can exclude moisture 

from the surface and from the subsoil where we hope to leave them 

the year around. As for soil, both packed in clay or grown in sand 

seems to be successful. Here, I believe lime rubble and bone meal will 

be very beneficial. 

Characteristics 
The delightful thing about Oncocyclus is the unique character¬ 

istics of wildlings they present. There is an indefinable tang about 

these wild things that differentiates them from cultivated types, 

the same difference of atmosphere as exists between animals domesti¬ 

cated and wild. There are two forms of Oncocylus, the large im¬ 

posing startling type of Susiana, Gatesii, Lorteii, and the more fugi¬ 

tive forms of Barnumae, Urmiensis, Ewbankiana. These all show 

those characteristic variations from types found in wildlings. 

Urmiensis is a lovely unique yellow with varying pattern zones 

of tones on waxy texture quite useless to try to describe. Barnumae 

a solid ruby claret to terra cotta texture and substance glossy as 

though dipped in wax. Ewbankiana and its variant Elizabeth have 

backgrounds creamy to silvery grey, veined in tones ranging from 

Havana brown to chocolate. It is interesting to watch the develop¬ 

ment from exceedingly scant foliage of the slender pointed buds. 

Paradoxa Coschab, so named because of the large white flushed stands 

which this variety has, are vastly larger than the strange falls which 

here are as small as the styles, in fact fit snugly over them as a light 

topcoat. There is a wonderful detail in this style and fall combina¬ 

tion, reminding one for all the world of a moth with its glistening 

frosty powdered wing surface, including a vividly V shaped mark 

in pink. 

This brings us to the large, striking forms of which Susiana, the 

mourning Iris, is the best known. This is a truly startling flower, 

effect of stands dark brownish olive on brownish grey—one specimen 

measured stands, one segment 3%x3% inches. Fall 3x3 style branch 

one inch wide, crest spread of 1-^2 inches. To me it recalls 

the idea of the old witch of the garden. But this form when 

done in pastel colors can be surpassingly beautiful. Lupinda 

is a smaller duskier form not exactly pretty but useful for breeding, 

relatively easy to grow. We bloom Sylphide a hybrid resulting from 

a cross of Lorteti and Gatesii, a soft creamy grey ground stippled, 

sanded and finely veined in pink, softness and delicacy being dom¬ 

inating notes. We feel we are on the right method of handling and 

look forward to blooms of Gatesii, Lorteti and a half a dozen others. 

At present we cultivate these to discover ways of satisfactory 

handling, to satisfy our love for completeness, and to use in crossing 

work with other types. We offer for sale a few roots subject to 

government release.

We warn you however, that some of these Oncocyclus roots 

will be sorry scrawny looking things to those thinking in terms of 

large size, tall bearded rhizomes. They are more like wild species. 
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REGELIO GROUP 

Regelio Iris are not as difficult to grow as Oncocyclus but require 

the same general treatment in a less exacting degree. From the 

garden flower point of view several are desirable such as Korolkowi for 

its aristocratic form and in the better types its fine color pattern. 

Pictures never do this Iris justice. Hoogiana is unequalled by any Iris 

for aristocratic form and smooth silky texture of lovely silvery lav¬ 

ender tone. Turkomen also listed as Lucia for the remarkable com¬ 

bination of ruby red with an indigo blue beard and Hera for its fine 

bronzed deep violet pink. The others are interesting but more 

students Iris than showy garden subjects.

appearance they bear a greater resemblance to the above group rather 
than the group that follows. 

REGELIO-CYCLUS HYBRID GROUP 
These are showy, delightful, and wonderful garden subjects. 

Larger than the preceding, no picture or description has ever done 

them justice. The subtle veining is of an entirely distinct character 

from what we call veining in the tall bearded section, which is 

relatively coarse in comparison. 

Mainly the backgrounds are whitish creamy or greyish usually 

tinted lilac in various degrees of depth. Upon this background is 

placed the fine vein system supplemented by dotting and sanding in 

a darker pattern. A most intense velvety blotch near the base of the 

falls determines the color system, the veins being a continuation of 

this blotch like sap veins in a leaf. 

While the prevailing color type is lilac white with deeper violet 

and lilac veins, some varieties take a more brownish cast as Cassandra. 

A brownish ecru dominates in Psyche, Baucis, and Thalia. Almost 

a salmon effect is suggested by Eunice. A most marvelous combina¬ 

tion of gold brownish copper bronze is presented by Charon and 

Isolda. On the red side Artemis and Flora are found. Of velvety 

blackish blue are Camilla, Clotho, and Sirona. The largest size, 

clearest colors, and finest form are found in Saturnus, Luna, Artemis,

and Andromache. There is a sharpness of line and pattern to these 

varieties that seems chiseled with preciseness compared to the other 

type of Iris.

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THE POGO-CYCLUS HYBRIDS 

These originated through crossing various tall bearded varieties 

with different Oncocyclus. The main series are those of Sir Michael 

Foster. He used mainly Ibcrica and Paradoxa on the Oncocyclus 

side. Van Tubergan produced the wonderful Ib-Macrantha. Mr. 

Denis produced a few semi-dwarfs such as M. Steichen, Zwannemburg 

and Mme. Savoillan. Mr. Mohr produced the greatest of the group 

with Gatesii and Parisiana. W^m. Mohr, also Bellerio and Carmelo, 

also the gem Morera. M. Cayeux produced Congres, and Mr. Wil¬ 
liamson, Cherokee Maid, both oddities. 

In culture they are easy taking after the tall bearded varieties; 

their blooming period the same as tall bearded. They are more odd 

and interesting than beautiful, but one can pick a half dozen very 
choice ones from the lot. 

Early blooming semi-dwarf varieties are Mons. Steichen, a pearly 

white variously marked turquoise blue, bronzy russet to red purple 

styles, jewel like red purple, a real beauty. Zwannemburg best 

described as a russet from greyish tan to oxblood, purple suffusion, of 

perfect broad form and large size, very unusual. Mme. Savouillan, 

smoky turquoise blue heavily veined ochre gold, an oddity. Ferakan* 

another even blue veined and blotched. 

In the taller forms, the more blue toned section is headed by 

Dilkush and Pandora with fine tone of blue in stands, redder falls, 

veining very crisp and sharp, a dark blotch completes a very pleasing 

combination. Other blue toned combinations are Dorak strongly 

veined and Shirin similar to Dilkush without blotch. Shiraz ranges 

from blue to bronze purple heavily veined. 

The medium reddish purple class is easily headed by Ib-Macrantha, 

a huge bronzed lavender and red purple, fine form. Nazerine, an 

unveined but blotched light purple violet. 

In the deeper red purples, Vulcan leads the field, being tall and 

rich. Ib-Pall a round flower, deep reddish violet and veined. Giran 

a wine red color veined deeper. 

Rather a set of oddities are Cherokee Maid blackish brown maroon, 

Congres a heavily fine veined smoky red purple bicolor, Parsam a 

deeply blotched blackish mahogany, Part'ar an oxblood overlaid 

purplish maroon. These last have striking huge dark caterpillar-like 

beards. 

Wm. Mohr is easily the peer of them all, lilac white ground 

veined wonderfully of deeper lilac. After a day it fades out leaving 

a lighter but equally beautiful effect sometimes spreading out, glory¬ 

ing the most gorgeous Japanese types. 

A color gem is Morera a soft mellow mulberry leaning to lilac, 

a particularly appealing color. Bellorio indescribable, a greyish mouse 

color lit to pinkish side of smoothest texture and pleasing form. Most 

original. 

Last to bloom and most pleasing and original is the blackish violet 

blue purple Lady Lilford of fine globular form.

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Beardless Section Withdrawn for This Year 

The great drought of 1930 had a very marked effect on our 

beardless Iris. We had drained a tract of wet land, prepared the 

ground and reset our stock in here. The drought never allowed the 

natural replenishment of moisture and as a consequence our stock 

suffered a great deal. Due to these circumstances we are obliged 

to withdraw from sale our complete stock of beardless and crested 

Iris. They will need a season to recuperate from the effects of the 

drought. We expect to be able to offer these again next year with 

several new American as well as rare European and Asiatic Species. 

Do Not Make This Mistake 

The newest arrivals get the most press notice because the lead¬ 

ing Iris enthusiasts do most of the writing. This creates the er¬ 

roneous impression that to get good Iris you must get the latest. This 

is not so. I might almost say the Golden Age of Iris has arrived, be¬ 

cause you can get simply wonderful things now at moderate prices. 

You will have a much greater sum total of Iris enjoyment if you 

work up from the more moderate varieties to the expensive things. 

Here I must voice a regret, and that is that so many really fine 

things are almost completely neglected because they do not arrive over 

the main highways under observation. Therefore, earnest study of 

this catalog will pay big dividends. 

SPRING PLANTING 

Te strongly advise against spring planting of Iris, not as a matter of con¬ 

venience or profit, but because it is fundamentally against the nature of the plant. 

All spring flowers should be transplanted in the fall, as Tulips, Peonies, Iris. Summer 

and fall blooming plants, such as Phlox, Delphiniums, etc., may be divided and reset 

in spring. 

To dislocate the roots of an Iris a month or so before blooming time stunts the 

blossom in an unsatisfactory manner and sets back the smaller side rhizomes so that 

it will take them the whole season to recuperate. 

This does not apply to transferring clumps in your garden from place to place, 

when a ball of earth is left on the roots, when they are hardly aware of the change, 

but it does apply to shipping Iris from place to place. Te discourage spring planting 

and do not guarantee satisfactory results when this is done.

With every order of Iris, you will receive a specially written pamphlet dealing 

with proper planting, care, disease prevention, and other information valuable for 

success with Iris of all types.
