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“Your catalogs are just Greek to us” 

Well, if the plant names aren’t Greek, most of them ARE 
Latin. I admit it, and even apologize for it. But as I’m not 
responsible'for the christening and can’t do very much about 
it, probably the most helpful thing under the circumstances 
will be several collections enabling new customers to order 
understandinglv. Two excellent ones are listed on the inside 
front cover of the 1931 catalog, others equally attractive 
follow the lists of wall, bog and late summer flowering 
plants on the following pages of this folder. 

First, for the benefit of already initiated gardeners, who 
seek new and choice occupants for rockery or border, the 
following supplemental list (in addition ot catalog of 1931) 
is submitted:
