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TROPICAL WATER LILIES 
The Best of Lilies, Immense Blooms, Gorgeous Colors. 

Sooner or later you will include Tropical Water Lilies in your collection. No pool is 
complete without at least one. They bring- to the pool, something you can’t have in the 
hardy lilies. Long erect stems bear their large flowers above the water level. Some varieties 
bloom at night. The size of the bloom depends upon the amount of soil and leaf spread avail¬ 
able for each plant. Give them a chance and they will repay you.

In planning your Water Garden, do not overlook making preparations somewhere for 

one of the Lotus. A unique and beautiful plant—there is real beauty in the leaf, the bud 

and the opened flower. 

In planting the rhizoms settle them gently into the soil with the growing end just 
below the surface. They grow well in water, 2 inches to 12 inches deep and require the 
same general care as water lilies. A box for the Lotus should contain at least two cubic 
feet of good rich soil. 

NOTE—Lotus are shipped about the first of June.

This collection can be arranged in a square 
pool by placing C, D, E, F, and G in a large box 
in the center or by placing them individually in 
the corners.

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PLANTING THE WATER GARDEN 

Care of Plants On Arrival 

Unpack the package carefully to prevent breaking of 
the plants and immediately put them in a pail or tub 
of water, until you are ready to plant them. Have all 
boxes filled with soil and everything ready before you 
commence to plant. All aquatic plants will wilt easily 
if subjected to wind or sun before being planted. 
Lilies and other plants will keep for several days float' 
ing in a tub of water if kept in partial shade. Tropical 
Lilies should be planted as soon as possible. 

Water Lilies - Planting - Care 

The best results are obtained by planting the lily 
roots in the soil so the crown will be even with the 

top of the soil and from 6 to 12 inches below the sur' 
face of the water. Where the pool is two feet deep 
or over, it is necessary that stones or bricks be 
used to build up the box to the proper distance under 
the surface. Many varieties however will grow in much 
deeper water. All waterdilies like full sunlight and 
flower best when not too much shaded. Each lily 
should have a minimum of one cubic feet of soil ' ' a 
box about 14'in. x 14'in. by 10 inches deep will 
hold this amount. Lilies can be grown in this box for 
about three years before it is necessary to change the 
soil. 

They like plenty of good garden soil, well enriched 
with cow manure or some good commercial fertilizer, 
such as blood meal used at the rate of about a pound 
to a bushel of soil. 

When planting the lily the soil should be well firmed 
around them. An inch of sand or gravel put on the 
box after they have been planted will help keep the 
water clear and prevent the goldfish from rooting in 
the mud. 

Tropical Lilies 

Are shipped as potted plants. They should be kept 
from drying winds and sunshine until planted. Tropi'

fit the ball of soil and firming the soil around it. They 
should not be set out until weather is settled and 
warm. They grow very rapidly and commence bloom' 
ing while still quite small. 

Lotus 

These beautiful plants sometimes prove a little diffi' 
cult to grow, but if a small amount of attention is 
given them, one is well repaid for their trouble. Lotus 
roots look just like bananas. They are very brittle and 
the growing points is easily broken. Be careful in 
handling them. In planting press them gently in the 
soil until they are covered about an inch and so the 
growing point is just peeping through. They must be 
set horizontally and not upright. 

Aquatic Plants 
The different classes of aquatic plants are all easily 

grown and require very little attention after planting. 
When they grow too rampant they may be thinned out. 

Floating Plants 
These grow without soil. In most cases the plants 

will grow more rampant if the roots do touch the soil. 
They thrive in sun and semi'shade. 

Shallow Water Plants 
All of them may be planted in water ranging from 

an inch or so to almost 10 inches in depth. They pre' 
fer 4 to 6 inches of water. 

Bog Plants 
These plants thrive in a wet soil or in very -shallow 

water. They may be planted along the margin of a 

natural pond. 

Oxygenating Plants 
They are shipped in bunches which soon take roots. 

They should be planted in the same box with the lily 
or in pots. 

Wintering 
If the water is to be drained out of the pool place 

the lily tubes in damp soil in the basement, or the 
boxes containing the lilies may be removed to the base' 
ment and kept moist until the following spring. If you 
leave the water in your pool, and where ice never 
forms over ten to twelve inches in the winter, just 
forget about the lilies. Don’t try to winter tropicals. 

It is cheaper to let them die and buy new ones. 
This little outline illustrates on how to determine 

the proper depth to plant the various plants.

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WATER PLANTS FOR THE POND OR POOL 

Here are grouped those plants which grow in the water. They are varied and inter¬ 

esting, and give the much desired natural effect to the pool. They are easily grown. Most 

of them do best in shallow water and so the pots, boxes, or tubs should be raised to within 

2 to 8 inches of the surface. 
Varieties marked with a (•) are particularly adapted to a depth of 6 to 12 inches. 
Varieties marked with a (t) are suitable to plant at about 2 to 6 inches. 
Varieties marked with a (j) are for plants that like wet feet but with crowns and stems prefer¬ 

ring the air and sunlight.
