F. D., Formal 
Decorative is a large flowering double Dahlia whose petals grow in the same regular 
formal pattern in each flower, like Jersey Beauty. I. D., Informal Decorative is a 
large flowering double Dahlia whose long petals show a slight tendency to twist or 
curl, presenting a shaggy appearance, like Jane Cowl. C., Cactus Dahlia is a Dah¬ 
lia whose petals are curved under to form a long tube. S., Show Dahlia is over 2 
inches in diameter and depth, forming almost a perfect ball.
