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Bird Feed and Remedies 
CARE OF BIRDS 

The care of birds of all kinds is extremely simple. Proper food, plenty of 
fresh water, absolute cage sanitation—and your bird will live its allotted 
life. Care should of course be used to see that birds are not placed in 
draughts. Cage birds are not accustomed to draughts and cannot endure 
them without developing colds and often pneumonia. 

The dealer from whom you purchase your bird is the logical party to 
tell you what to feed it and how to take care of it—and you should be sure 
to ask for this information. 

Cage sanitation implies a daily change and cleaning of the cage. For the 
smaller birds, sand should be kept in the bottom of the cage, and this sand 
should be changed daily. Parrots should have grit in the bottom of their 
cage, and this should be changed daily. If you use a litter in the bottom ol 
the cage, we suggest that a small cup of grit be made available for the 

bird, also. Fresh water is essential. All birds must have water and it should be furnished 
fresh daily or twice a day. Birds should be kept free from mites, lice, etc. These pests will kill 
your pets if allowed to breed without disturbance. Mite powders applied to the birds are good. 
Cages should also be freed either with scalding water or sprayed with Flyrol. For prompt 
service and sufficient postage for delivery see page 1.
