STRAWBERRY PLANTS 
Varieties of STRAWBERRIES 

PATHFINDER, Per. A new variety originating at the New Jersey Agriculture 

College. The result of a cross between the Premier and Aberdeen. Very vigorous in 

plant growth, making a sufficient number of plants for a good, bed, but much larger 

and heavier foliage than either of its original parent plants, also very resistant to 

plant diseases. Will produce a large crop of fruit, medium to large in size, uni- 

formly smooth and regular in shape, good color, moderately firm and a good 

flavor, a promising new variety. 

BLAKEMORE. Per Early—A good early variety that has been thoroughly test- 

ed. It is a vigorous grower, making plenty of good strong plants. Berries larger 

than the average extra early variety, bright red in color, good flavor and firm 

flesh, making it a good commercial berry. 

PREMIER. Per (or Howard No. 17) Early—This is one variety sold under either 

name. Size medium to large, good color and a firm berry, plants very vigorous 

making good beds and more resistant to frost than other varieties. You can not go 

wrong on them. 

SUCCESS. Per Medium Early—An old reliable that we will still recommend for 
the home garden. It makes good strong plants and plenty of them to form a suf- 
ficient bed for a good crop of fruit, the fruit is extra large, excellent flavor and has 
a long picking season, in fact all anyone could desire in a home berry or near by 

market, it is not a distant shipper. 

FAIRFAX Per Early 

The most wonderful introduction of strawberries in recent years. It makes a 

moderate number of exceptionally strong heavily rooted, large crown plants, very 
productive of big beautiful berries. 

The fruit is the best of flavor rich red in color with bright green caps. It starts 
picking a few days later than Premier. It is exceptionally firm and stands distant 
shipping also desirable for home garden or road side market as it has the quality 
and good appearance. 

CATSKILL Per. 

A new midseason variety, making plenty of large strong plants, a heavy produc- 

er of large berries of good quality, light red in color, with large green caps, mak- 
ing it very attractive and sells well on the market. 

DORSETT Per. 
This new berry has already become a favorite with many growers. It ripens 

with Premier, makes a vigorous growth of foliage, not as large a plant as, the 
Fairfax but makes them more freely, often requiring thinning and spacing. The 

fruit is large, light red in color, good flavor and firm texture making it a good all 
around variety.

A new berry originated by the New Jersey Experimental Station. Late, excel- 
lent color, good fruiting bed, good flavor. 

ABERDEEN Per. 

Under favorable conditions outyields any other. The fruit averages large thru- 
out the season, bright shiny red in color, uniform in size and shape and has a 
beautiful green calyx that adds much to its appearance. 

CHESAPEAKH. Per Late—The choice of berries with many growers, but it has 
its fault, unless planted on extra good land and good attention is given it, it does 
not make a sufficient bed to produce a good crop of berries. The fruit is large 
and the best of quality, but must be planted on good rich loamy soil for the best 
results. 



GANDY. Per. Late—The latest of all summer varieties, plants strong and vigor- 
ous, berries extremely large and extra firm and good color. Not considered the 
best table berry but being extra fancy and a good shipper it is a profitable com- 
mercial variety. 

LUPTON. Per. Late—This berry originated in South Jersey and has become very 
popular, it makes extra large plants and a sufficient number to form a good fruit- 
ing bed. It is a handsome berry of excellent quality and we can recommend it, 

either for commercial planting or the home garden. 

BIG JOE. Per. Mid-Season—Extra large berry, coloring all over alike, the tex- 
ture is one of the best, giving it excellent shipping qualities, making it a favorite 
with many growers. . 
WM. BELT. Per. Midseason—The best yet of its season. Plants vigorous and 

prolific, fruit, medium to large, the best of all flavors, most perfect in shape, bril- 

liant glossy red and ripens all over alike. 

NORTH STAR 
A wonderful new variety, originated by the department of Agriculture. This 

variety makes a small number of plants and heavy foliage which protects the 
blossoms from frost, making it desirable in localities where late frosts are con- 
cerned. The berries are extra large, bright red in color, of good flavor and hold 
up well. 

‘MASTODON 
We believe this variety to still be the leader in everbearing strawberries, 

very vigorous in plant growth making a limited supply of exceptionally large 
plants. The fruit is large, of good quality and attractive in appearance. 
The one variety that will do well most anywhere. 

GEM 
This everbearing variety became very popular, The plant is very vigorous, 

making medium size plants and plenty of them. 
It is very productive, fruit medium to large, light red in color and very firm 

in texture holdng up well. 
We believe it will produce more fruit in the fall than any other everbearer 

we have tried out. 

WYZATA 
One of the newer varieties in everbearing. It has already made great records 

in some sections of the country. It makes exceptionally strong vigorous plants 
but very few new runner plants making it ideal to grow in the hill system. The 
berries are large, bright red in color and the best of flavor.

Early Cabbage Plants 
The first lot of cabbage plants we have to offer are the drilled plants from 

the cold frames, which are usually ready by the middle of April. We will have 
the early and summer varieties ready by this time. 



Field Grown Cabbage Plants 
Cabbage seed is sown in the open field in the month of March. These plants 

will be ready to ship early in May. We make continuous sowings to have a 
good supply of plants on through the season. You will notice a much lower 
price on the field grown plants, as the cost of producing them is much less 
when growing them in the open field. 

Tomato 
Early Tomato Plants 

Our first supply of tomato plants is the transplanted plants from the cold 
frames, which are ready after May first. The next to be ready are the drilled 
plants from the cold frames. They are ready about the 15th or 20th of May, at 
a much lower rate. We will grow the following varieties this year: John Baer, 
Chalk’s Jewell, Scarlett Topper, Marglobe, Rutgers, New Stone and Stokesdale. 

Field Grown Tomato Piants 
The main crop of tomato plants is grown in the open field. They are drilled 

thin so as to make good strong plants about eight to ten inches tall. They will 
be ready the first week of June. We make several sowings to keep a supply on 

hand throughout the entire season. You will notice that the price is much low- 

er on these plants owing to the lower cost of producing them in the open field. 

Broccoli, Lettuce, and Beet Plants 

Our first supply of these vegetable plants are drilled plants from the cold 
frames; ready about the middle of April. After the middle of May we can fill 
orders from the field grown plants at a lower rate. Will grow the following 
varieties: Lettuce—Big Boston, Romain, New York and Iceburg. Beets—Early 
Egyptian and Detroit Dark Red. Broccoli—Calabrese Imp. 

CELERY 

Our celery plants are grown in the open field only. We are usually prepared 
fill orders any time after the First of May. Will grow the following varieties: 

eties: Golden Self Blanching, White Plum, Winter Queen, Giant Pascal and 
Easy Blanching. 

SWEET POTATO PLANTS 

We will have a good supply of sweet potato plants and will be prepared to 
fill orders any time after the ist of May. Wil grow the following varieties: 

Up River and Kelley, these two varieties are yellow, we also have the Jersey 
Red and Yam. 

EGG PLANTS 

Egg Plants are more difficult to grow than most other plants, it requires 

much more warmth and extra care to grow them, in fact they should not be 
set in the open field until the weather becomes quite pleasant. Varieties: 
Black Beauty and Florida High Bush. 

PEPPER 

Pepper plants are grown in cold frames only, as the field plants would be 
entirely too late to be of any use. The transplanted pepper plants will be ready 
by May 10th, and the drilled plants by May 20th, at a much lower rate. Vari- 
eties: Ruby King, Ruby Giant, World Beater, Bullnose, California Wonder and 
Long Red Cayenne.
