To Have a Good Lawn.—Prepare the soil well, work it up 
as fine as possible, then scatter over and rake in your fertilizer. 
Now sow the seed, beginning at one end and work back, raking 
the soil fine and even just before sowing the seed. Do not rake 
after sowing, but press the seed lightly into the soil by rolling 
or tamping. Sow the seed very evenly. 

“Drying out”’’ is fatal. Keep the newly sown lawn moder- 
ately moist by light, mist-like sprinkling or by covering with 
cloth or burlap until the grass is through the soil. Allowing it 
to dry out, just when the seed has started to germinate, is 
fatal to the seed, and it cannot germinate a second time; it must 
be re-sown. Avoid too severe watering which packs the soil. 

For new lawns sow 1 pound to each 100 square feet, 
that is, 10 feet long and 10 feet wide. (For renewing old lawns, 
sow half this quantity.) Sow 200 pounds to the acre.

HOW TO GROW SWEET CORN. Prepare the soil thor- 
oughly; enrich it by working in manure. Corn needs it. Wizard 
Brand Pulverized Sheep or Cattle Manure is fine for Corn (we 
have it). For horse cultivation, make rows 3 feet apart, for the 
home-garden 2 feet apart, and plant the hills from 1 to 2 feet 

apart in the rows. The early varieties, producing smaller stalks, can be planted closer than the big late Corns. If planted very early, 
before the soil is warm, of course you take some risk of the seed rotting. If it does, don’t blame the seed ; remember that you 
took a risk against nature.

HOW TO GROW CELERY. To have matured Celery early in the summer, sow 
seeds of the early varieties under glass in February; set the plants out in May. Celery 
seed is by no means as easy to grow as most other seeds. For fall and winter crops, 
sow the seed in April or May, depending on the condition of the soil. To get Cele 
seed to germinate and give you a good stand of strong plants, you must have the soil 

worked deep, very fine and loose, moist and warm. Sow the seed in rows a foot apart for hand cultivation. Keep moist; prevent 
soil from becoming dry or ‘‘crusted.”’ In June set out the plants 6 inches apart in the rows, having the soil prepared. Make the 
rows 2 to 3 feet apart. Blanching is done by banking up the earth around the plants gradually until within a few inches of the top, 
aiso by use of Bleaching Paper (we have it), and by use of boards. One ounce will produce about 5,000 plants, 15,000 plants for 
each acre. Dr. Thompson, of Cornell University, has shown by experiment that bolting of Celery (going to seed prematurely) is 
caused by subjecting the growing plants to cool temperatures. Ten to thirty days of temperatures averaging 40 to 50 degrees will 
Start Beou-atock formation in plants of all varieties.

We showed this last year and as we are 
issuing twice the number of catalogues this year, we show it again for the benefit of our new customers. 

Many times we are asked these questions—‘‘How can I bleach my celery?’’—‘‘How should I trench it?”-—‘‘What is the 
best way to keep it into the winter months?’’ In order to be as helpful as possible to our customers we took a series of pictures 
showing the way, from start to finish, by which Mr. Rockwell has his men lift, trench, bank, cover, protect and bleach the Schell’s 
Strain Houser Celery on the Hershey Estates Farms. 

Page 17 shows the plants being ‘“‘loosened.’’ The machine passes over and under the plants which are then lifted out; the 
excess soil on the roots is knocked off with rounded clubs similar to a police club. The plants are then gathered in metal boxes, 
heavy galvanized, one end open, handles on the other. No. 1. A box has been put in the trench, another is ready. No. 2. One 
man holds the Celery, the other withdraws the now-empty box; this is passed to a man to fill again while another hands a full 

box to the trenchers; this operates very rapidly. No. 8. While one man with a rake draws back the tops, another banks up the 
soil against the plants. No. 4. It is now covered, by rapid unrolling process, with waterproof paper, and another man puts a 
shovel of soil on the edge of the paper at intervals to hold it to its place. No. 5. Straw is now placed on both sides of the trench 
to protect the Celery from freezing weather. This straw is made secure from blowing by soil shoveled on it at 2-foot spaces. 

No. 6. Finally, as extra precaution, corn fodder, in bundles, is laid over the trench from both sides. It is now completed. By 
this method Celery keeps perfectly. In moderate fall temperature it bleaches fine in a few weeks. If weather is cold it takes a
