oughly; enrich it by working in manure. Corn needs it. Wizard 

Brand Pulverized Sheep or Cattle Manure is fine for Corn (we 

have it). For horse cultivation, make rows 3 feet apart, for the 

home-garden 2 feet apart, and plant the hills from 1 to 2 feet 

apart in the rows. The early varieties, producing smaller stalks, 

can be planted closer than the big late Corns. If planted'very eariy, before the soil is warm, of course you take some risk of the 

seed rotting. If it does, don’t blame the seed; remember that you took a risk against nature. Most gardeners take such a risk in 
order to get very early crops. Cover seed lightly when planted early—about 12 inch and 1 to 11% inches when soil is warm, and 
deeper in summer when soil is dry. Remember that seed needs moisture and warmth to germinate it. Do not plant just one row 
of Corn, so many feet long, of a variety in your garden; plant four rows of it, each 14 as long, so they are more sure to properly 
pollinate.

They must have good rich soil 
worked deeply and thoroughly. Wizard Brand Sheep 
Manure worked in is good (we have it). If desired for 
first in the market, then plant our new extra-early GOOD- 
TIMES Pea, or Alaska.
