xes too small, they are strong growling, the boxes should 
be 20 to 24 inches square and about ten inches deen, made 
of good ».ine, do not paint, let the water be about eight 
inches over the Slant, let bud of the nlant be just level 
with the soil, plenty of sunshine is very necessary for 
success with trovical lilies, sunshjne on the pool will 
keep the water warm.

Plant lotus as dormant tubers about April 15th. in 6 inch 
water, fertilize same as lilies. Place the tubers in rich 

soil horizontal, be careful in handling do not break the 
buds, give plenty of room, make the boxes as for lilies 
but larger. Unless well established, letus may fail to 
bloom the first year. 

JAPANESE SNAILS, (Live bearing) are the best for eating away the 
algea and keening the pool clear, good size, 8 for « « » « » » + 1.00 

RAMSHORN SNAILS, these are about + inch acress, lay eggs and are 
very prolifio, excellent scavengers, »« + » « 12 for . « « » « «© » 1.600 

Water snails conswne the algea that grows in and discolors the pool water, 
they should not be nut in a “new pool as they will have nothing to live on, 
When the »ool sides and vi leaves of the plants become sliny, the snails 
can live and thrive. 

Place lime in the »ool by wrad2ing a small cup full in paper and vlacing 
in a corner ef the lily box or vnool, cover with soil, in a large pool 
nlace several of these; soie days after placing, sunch the vader and 
allow some ef the lime to fleat in the water, Lime placed in the pool 
this way, will help keev the water from becoming acid, and the snails 
need lime for their shell.

HOW TO BUILD A LILY POOL 

Dig a form in the earth about twenty inches deep, slope the sides to 45 
degrees, tamp smooth and hard. Make a cement plaster of one part cement, five 
sand and four »arts small gravel. Give a thorough wixing while dry, add 
water to make a plaster just soit enough so about two inches thick can be 
plastered on the dirt form, have the ton level. 

Twelve hours after making fill with water, let soak four days, reriove the 

water, refill and soak again four days, remove this water, refill and put in 
the plant boxes with good garden soil, also fish and plants. 

A pool, size 6 by 10 feet, will require less than two sacks of coment if 
built in this way, and will give many years of service. 

After the pool has been built sometime, it may be painted on the inside 
with black asvhalt paint, this paint must be put on the cement when fully 
dry,it helps to keev the pool walls free of algea. 

If you live where the Winters are severe, just take out the fish, remove 
_ the water, fill and bank the pool with leaves or straw, cover with boards or 

some good:cover for Winter, The liljes,if hardy, will not be damaged but 
_ will sleep through the Winter in good shave. 

CULTURE NOTES FOR WATER LILIES 

Place the lily pool in full sunshine, hone will be more blooms, and the 
plants will grow better, water lilies and water »lants are Swimer growing 
and must have wari weather. 

Do not use plant boxes that are too small, 20 to “24 inches square is right 
and about 10 inches deep,water lilies should have room for the roots to svread. 

Plant hardy lilies in Avril, Nay, or in the Summer months. Plant. 
tropical lilies anytime after June lst. 

Water lilies should be planted in rich garden soil, and after srowth has 
started, put a little bone meal to the roots of each plant several times 
during Swimmer. 

Settle the plants into the soil with the buds just out, top of soil 
should be about eight inches from surface of the water. 

Cover the soil in the plant boxes with large gravel, so the fish cannot 
dig out the lily roots, and retard their growth. 

Flenty of plants, some hardened plaster paris, and plenty of snails, 
will keeo the pool clear. Run in soe fresh water each week if convenient. 

Keep goldfish in the lily pool. and no inosquitoes will be raised.

Nothing is better ror the fish in sosawning, as the fine roots of water 
hyacinth suit the fish perfectly. 

When tl.e fish spawn and the eggs can be seen | 
on the hyacinth roots, remove these plants to a 
shallow part of the pool and surround with screen 
so the large fish oan not eat these eggs. 

Goldfish eggs hatch in about four. days in 
Summer, and the little fish need no feeding for 
several days. 

Water hyacinth are best cultivated by giving 
them vlenty of water for floating, and in a 
sunny place, Dust the plants once each week 
with fine grovid bone meal, this will not hurt 
the fish, if weather is very dry and hot, spray 
the plants late in the evening several times 
each weeke | | 

Water hyacinth are very tender and can hardly 
be Wintered if there is much ice. Flants are | 

not costly, so it is best to replace each seasons 

BE SURE TO PUT IN AT LEAST 25 GOOD HYACINTH PLANTS IN YOUR POOL EACH 
SEASON, SBE THEM BLOOM AND WATCH THE FISH THRIVE. THE FISH FIND THE 
SMALL TENDER ROOTS SO GOOD TO EAT THAT UNLESS THBRE IS A GOOD NUMBER OF 
PLANTS THEY WILL STRIP THE ROOTS OF A SMALL NUMBER AND CAUSE THEM TO TURN 
YELLOW. /
