“BE CAREFUL” 

How you handle your plants when being moved. Great 

care should be exercised in selecting the right place to 

plant, and in the preparation of the soil. Be sure the 

spot is not soggy, and is either open or semi-shaded— 

complete shade is not advised. Dig hole twice as wide 

as ball to be accompanied, and about 4 inches deeper. 

This will allow for mixing of good top soil with well 

rotted dairy fertilizer, and peat moss. Pack thoroughly 

and place ball directly in the center then cover over 

with the same mixture, packing as you go. Make sure 

that top of ball is slightly higher than ground level to 

insure proper drainage. DON’T PLANT TOO DEEP.
