Fall Bloomers 
All of these bloom in the fall as well as the spring. Until a few 

years ago Iris was only a spring flower. Now the season is greatly 
extended. These are not common in gardens. You should have 
some, The Modern Orchid of the Garden 
Autumn Dawn, Soft pink.
