improved in recent years which bear

tors, being larger and sturdier stemmed. 

Most violets accommodate themselves 
and thrive in sunlight or shade. Their 

natural food is leaf mould, the mulch of 

_ which Bee protects them in their dormant 

period. 

Before planting violets, prepare your 

Soil, deep, at least twelve inches. Vio- 

lets do best in slightly acid soil. It 
i6aa.) good practice, .to. dust. the soil 
lightly with sulphur about every six 
weeks. Mix a tablespoonful of bone meal 
with the goil in the bottom of the hole 

where you set the plant. Leaf mould or 
- peat moss should be worked into the soil 

liberally. 
When the plants arrive, if they are 

fresh and moist, you may dip the roots 

in water and plant at once. If they seem 
dry or wilted immerse them, tops and all 
in a pail of .water and let them soak 

three to twelve hours. Always thorough- 



ly soak the ground at once after plant- 
ing.
