6505—-AMERICAN BEAUTY (HP): Bud large, flower large, 
and double. Fragrant, crimson-carmine shaded Neyron 
rose. Borne singly on long, strong stem. Vigorous grower. 

6506—AMI QUINARD (HT): Deep velvety crimson, borne 
singly and several together on long stem. Long pointed 
ee Bushy, upright grower. Abundant bloomer. Very 
ardy. 

6511—BETTER TIMES (HT): Sport of Briarcliff. Long 
pointed buds. Flowers large, double and slightly fra- 
grant. Brilliant cerise on long strong stem. Foliage 
leathery and dark. Profuse recurrent bloomer. 

6512—BETTY UPRICHARD (HT): Delicate salmon-pink, 
reverse carmine with coppery sheen. Borne singly and 
several together on long stem. Growth very vigorous, 
bushy, profuse bloomer all season.

IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS FOR GROWING 

ROSES SUCCESSFULLY 

Roses are not hard to grow and reasonable success can be 
attained in any section of the country if certain basic rules are 
followed. 

First, it is necessary to take proper precaution upon receipt 
of shipment of your plants. When they arrive it is best to plant 
same day. If this is impossible, unpack and bury roots in ground 
covering about six inches of the canes above the crown. 
Water well so that soil will be settled firmly about the roots to 
eliminate any air pockets which will dry plants out. Do not 
allow the roots to dry out while heeling them in. 

When you are ready to plant be sure that the roots are not 
allowed to dry out or be exposed to the wind very long before 
getting them planted. 

Prune the tops back so that you will not have more than 6 
or 8 inches of canes above the crown on bush varieties and 12 
or 15 inches on climbing varieties. Prune roots back to no 
more than 8 inches. The longer the canes are when planting 
the more chance of the bushes drying out. Pruning before 
planting is very important and should be closely adhered to. 

Set the plants in the ground so that the crown or budded part 
is just above the surface of the soil. Spread roots out and tamp 
soil firmly and soak well with water so as to eliminate any air 
pockets which will dry plants out. Newly transplanted roses 
should be watered often after planting so that they will not dry 
out before the roots take hold. After the roots become estab- 
lished less frequent watering is necessary. You will have to be 
the judge of this. Fall planted roses in the South cannot be 
planted and then forgotten and just wait for them to start 
growth and bloom when the time comes. They must be kept 
alive and given a chance. If rainfall isn’t sufficient or often 
enough, then periodic watering is necessary. 

DO NOT USE ANY FERTILIZER WHEN PLANTING. 
This will only sour the roots or burn the plants. Fertilizer should 
not be applied until the plant begins growth and then it may 
be applied on top of the ground and worked in or watered 
own. 

If you follow the simple, basic rules outlined above you 
should have no trouble growing roses.

Some years 
the bushes are still too full of sap and too green to safely dig 
that early. Normally we don’t have any frost here until late 
October or early November. If we have a wet summer it is 
best to have several frosts on the bushes before digging. If we 
have a dry summer then the bushes generally harden up enough 
to make early October shipments safe. 
When booking your order for future shipment it is best to 

give the shipping date preferred, with later shipping date 
agreeable, subject to our judgment. 

If you normally want your roses shipped October Ist then 
advise us to ship October Ist or as soon thereafter as we deem 
advisable. We will notify you in advance if a later shipping 
date is considered best. 

If you want them shipped October 1st or any other early 
date and no later regardless of our judgment, then we will ship 
when you say. But we will not be liable for any losses incurred 
when shipments are made before we consider plants ready to
