RED WAVE (Smooth) 

Sow 13 to 2 bushels per acre 

This popular variety continues to uphold its record as 

a big yielder. The crop this year is very fine. The long 

heads, filled solidly with big, plump, red grains, were held 

up firmly on straw from 4% to 5% feet high, without any 

signs of lodging. The photograph above shows a portion 

of my seed crop of Red Wave. Two bushels were sown 

to the acre, on soil that was carefully prepared and 

manured, but no commercial fertilizer was used. Conser- 

vative estimates claim the yield will equal between fifty and 

sixty bushels per acre (this is being printed before the 

wheat is threshed). The heads average four to six inches 

long. The berries are held firmly in the thick, brown 

chaff. If you have never grown Red Wave, and have a good 

soil, sow it this year—you’ll be the richer.

FOUR-ROWED FULTZ (Smooth) 
Four-rowed Fultz is unsurpassed for hardiness, coming 

through the most severe winters without injury. The straw 

grows to a medium length, is very strong and does not 

lodge. Four-rowed Fultz produces from thirty-five to forty 

bushels per acre on limestone, or gravel, clay or slate, high- 

land or lowland, when good seed is sown. A few dollars 

spent for new Seed-Wheat may mean several hundred made 

on your crop. The heads of Four-rowed Fultz are not 

long but very compact, and contain as many grains as some 

of the larger-heading varieties. The berry is medium in 

size, red and hard; the chaff is white.

It was sown on slate 
soil; the straw was six inches longer than the old variety. It would 
have paid me big if I would have gotten all new seed for my whole field.

This bearded Wheat deserves your attention. The red 

grain is one of the longest of all varieties and is produced 

in extremely long heads. These heads are not compact, but 

contain sufficient berries to have produced thirty to forty 

bushels per acre. It has wonderful vitality, standing very 

late sowing. It stools well and produces an abundance of 

long, stiff straw. Seeding one and one-half bushels to the 

acre, October 8, brought a yield of forty bushels per 

acre.
