GENERAL INFORMATION 

The following information is of a general nature only. Specific information on Federal laws and regulations can be 
obtained from the Director, Bureau of Sport Fisheries and Wildlife, U.S. Department of the Interior, Washington, D.C., 
20240, or the nearest regional office of the Bureau of Sport Fisheries and Wildlife as follows: Region 1 (Northwest) , 
Post Office Box 3737, Portland, Oreg., 97208; Region 2 (Southwest), Post Office Box 1306, Albuquerque, N. Mex., 87103;

Possession of protected birds.—No person may take from the wild, otherwise acquire, possess, sell, purchase, trans- 
port, import, export, or dispose of any protected birds, alive or dead, or their parts, nests or eggs, except in accordance 
with the Federal regulations under Parts 10, 11, and 16 of Title 50, Code of Federal Regulations. Under these regu- 
lations, Federal permits may be issued to qualified persons, authorizing the acquisition, possession, and transportation 
of protected birds for justified propagating, scientific, educational, taxidermy, and other special purposes under certain 
conditions. 

Control of depredating birds.— Under Parts 11 and 16 of Title 50, Code of Federal Regulations, permits may be issued 
authorizing the killing of protected birds that are committing serious depredations on crops, property, or other interests 
when the injury is substantial and can be avated only by killing some or all of the offending birds. In addition, all species 
of blackbirds, cowbirds, and grackles may be killed without a permit when such birds are committing or about to commit 
depredations on shade or ornamental trees or agricultural crops. 

Birds not afforded Federal protection.—The following are some common birds which are not afforded Federal pro- 
tection, but which may be protected by State laws administered by the respective State conservation departments: 

Anhingas Jays Pelicans 
Cormorants Kingfishers Ravens 
Crows Magpies Sparrow—English or House only 
Hawks Ospreys (Passer domesticus) 
Ibises Owls Starlings 
Also, established introduced foreign (exotic) species. 
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
