FOREWORD 

This Bibliography was compiled originally for inclusion in the 

writer’s 1969 paper titled, “Some Late Cenozoic Echinoidea from 
Cabo Blanco, Venezuela.” As the work on that paper progressed, 

it became evident that the number of citations I wished to include 

were so numerous that they overwhelmed the main contents. It was 
thought advisable, therefore, to limit the references in the Venezuelan 

contribution to those cited in the text only, and to prepare a separ- 

ate bibliography which would be world-wide in scope. The present 

Bibliography is the result of that endeavor. 

In the volume presented herewith there is listed, through the 
year 1966, the titles, dates, and authors of literature dealing with 

1) taxonomy; 2) skeletal morphology; 3) stratigraphy; 4) geological 

and geographical distribution; 5) paleoecology and ecology; and 6) 

such geological miscellany that pertain to the Echinoidea of the 

Cenozoic era, or Paleocene to Recent epochs. In addition to the 

Cenozoic, there are a number of Mesozoic and Paleozoic entries, 

especially those recorded in Lambert and Thiery’s, “Essai de nomen- 

clature raisonnée des échinides” (1900-1925). In that classic there 

are numerous references to Mesozoic Echinoidea and a few to 

Paleozoic ones, and these publications on pre-Tertiary Echinoidea 

are so important or little-known, that I have included them in this 

work, correcting some of the dates and fleshing out the often ab- 

breviated citations. 

Many of the older books and periodicals referred to in this 

Bibliography have not been consulted in the original though all titles 

have been checked and re-checked in one source or another. Among 

the many sources are the following:

The Bibliography consists of about 5,900 titles by some 2,600 
authors, written in 22 different languages. Titles in English comprise 

40.4 per cent of the total; French 28.4 per cent; German 14.5 per 

cent; Italian 8 per cent; Spanish 2.3 per cent; “Scandinavian” 

[Danish, Norwegian, Swedish] 2.2 per cent; Latin 1.3 per cent; 

Portuguese 1.2 per cent; Russian [and Polish] 0.9 per cent; and 

Hungarian 0.5 per cent. All of the foregoing account for 99.5 per 

cent of the citations. The remaining 0.5 per cent of the literature 
is written in Dutch, “Slavic” [Croatian, Czechoslovakian, Yugo- 

slavian, “Balkan” [Bulgarian, Rumanian, Serbian], Japanese, and 

Turkish.
