Specimen Or- 
chards have also been planted of all the different kinds of 
fruits, containing upwards of one thousand varieties ; a great 
many of them having been planted in 1845, are now in 1 fine 
bearing condition, which gives an opportunity to judge of 
their qualities, as well as proving their correctness to name. 
The proprietor would also beg leave to say that there shall 
be nothing wanting on his part, so far as practical experience 
and strict personal attention to all the different departments 
connected with the business go, to insure punctuality and 
correctness in the execution of orders, and in the packing 
and forwarding of Trees to all parts of the United States.

almost every hour of the day, by the New Jersey Railroad, 
foot of Cortlandt st., or the Elizabethport F erry, from Pier 
No. 2 North River, arriving at Elizabethtown in one hour, 
the depot being within five minutes’ walk of the Nur sery. 

The Nursery grounds being always kept in good order, 
hnurserymen, amateurs, and others interested in the cultiva- 
tion of fruits, &c., are respectfully invited to visit them in 
the growing season. 

Orders by mail, addressed to the proprietor, or left at the 
Nursery, will receive prompt attention, and will be deliver- 
ed in New York free of charge, or forwarded by whatever 
conveyance the parties or dering may designate; they will, 
however, after delivery into the hands of the forwarders, be 
at the risk of the purchaser.

There is nothing that adds to the appearance of a country residence so much 
as a few good Hedges well kept. The Honey Locust for strong outside line fences, 
is one of the quickest growing plants, and perhaps one of the best for that purpose, 
being very hardy, and will grow in almost any kind of soil. This plant will be 
preably improved in appearance by cutting at midsummer as well as in winter. 
sage Orange, Buckthorn, and Privet, require cutting when young, twice through 

the course of the summer, to get them into proper shape. Pyrus Japonica also 
makes a beautiful hedge, aud impregnable; when this is grown and properly cut, 
it makes a complete protection. For Evergreen Hedges, American Arbor Vite 
is no doubt one of the best plants. Red and White Cedar are sometimes used. 
Hemloek and Norway Spruce also make beautiful Hedges. The Norway Spruce 
is now being used for that purpose to a considerable extent. It is not, as has 
been supposed, difficult to keep in shape; it will stand cutting quite as well as 
the Arbor Vite, and makes a dense and beautiful Hedge. It also makes excellent 
sereens for exposed places, and can be grown for this purpose with little or 
no cutting. 

N. B.—Deciduous Hedge Plants, when first planted, ought always to be cut to 
within two inches of the ground. Evergreens, if properly planted, will not 
require any cutting except to make them all of a height onthe top. There is, at 
the present time, over a mile of Hedges at the Elizabethtown Nursery, of various 
kinds of plants, where specimens can be seen of all sizes.
