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The serious contemplation of these natural objects affords a great source of pleasure to

an inquisitive mind. They exhibit in clear characters the wisdom and goodness of the

Deity. They lead hack our ideas to the most remote ages of time, when these, now pe-

trified substances, answered, by their various functions, some important purpose in the

scale of animated existence. It must afford rational pleasure to reflect upon the means

by which these exuviae have, for thousands of years, been preserved, without being totally

destroyed : how some fragments as thin as paper, and equally fine with the hairs of our

head, still retain their original shape and most minute configurations. A mind led into

a train of thinking upon these curious parts of the natural kingdom of God, must enjoy

more solid satisfaction than can be procured from some of the more noisy pursuits in life.

These objects, although heedlessly trodden under foot by the rustic and unthinking

clown, are far from being useless in medicine and some of the sciences ; they open to the

lovers of Natural History an extensive field for the most rational contemplation ;
and

they raise the mind to grand and elevated conceptions of the Great Creator and Preserver

of all things.

PREFACE.

In consequence of the numerous and important additions which

have been made to the knowledge of the Fossil Fauna and Flora of

Great Britain since the publication of Woodward’s ‘Synoptical

Table/ the Author has been induced to prepare a new Catalogue,

intended to comprise all those Species which have been hitherto

figured or described.

The want of a compilation of this description has been for some

time generally acknowledged, and the Author has therefore collated

with considerable care all the most important publications on the

subject : and although he cannot but be sensible that the present

Work has many imperfections, he trusts that it will be found in

some degree useful, as well to the geologist as to the naturalist,

in directing their attention to the strict determination of species

peculiar to each formation, and thus enabling them, by future ob-

servations, to enlarge the knowledge of the geographical and geo-

logical distribution of British Fossil Remains.

On this subject it has been well observed by Professor Phillips,

“ that the most important results to Geology, arising from the con-

templation of organic remains, are founded on a minute scrutiny of

their specific characters, and a careful register of their localities in

the strata. It is not enough for the rigid accuracy of modern in-

quiry to say, that a given rock contains corals, shells, and bones

of fishes ;
but we must know the particular species, and determine

all the circumstances of their occurrence. The more exact and

extended our researches on this subject become, the more clear will

be our statements on the succession of created beings, the more

certain our applications of zoological principles to determine the

relative antiquity of rocks, and the more satisfactory our views of

the formation of the strata.” (Geol. Yorksh. i. p. 85.)

At the time when Woodward’s ‘ Synoptical Table ’ was prepared,

the zoological evidences of the ancient strata were very obscure,

and the terms Devonian and Silurian series were unknown in the

science of geology. The recent publication of some highly import-

ant memoirs has considerably lessened this hiatus in the Palaeozoic

series, and amongst these, the ^ Researches in the Silurian Region,^

by R. I. Murchison, Esq., Pres. G.S., stands justly pre-eminent.

Independently of its great geological interest, this work is en-

riched by a series of beautiful plates illustrative of the Fauna of the

Silurian rocks, the descriptions of which have been prepared by
different naturalists

;
the Polyparia having been defined and ar-

ranged by Mr* Lonsdale
;
the Crinoidea by Professor Phillips

;
the

Testacea by Mr. J. De C. Sowerby, &c. Previous however to the

appearance of Mr. Murchison’s work. Prof. Phillips had published

the ^ Illustrations of the Fossils occurring in the Mountain Lime-

stone’; and these two works were partly instrumental to the more

correct determination of the age of the Devonian rocks, which,

upon zoological evidence alone, Mr. Lonsdale had suggested to be

of an intermediate character ; his observations, together with the

geological researches of Sedgwick and Murchison, were embodied in

a memoir published in the Transactions of the Geological Society

of London, vol. v. 2nd series.

Numerous additions have been subsequently made to the fossils

of this group by the publication of Prof. Phillips’s work, entitled

‘The Palaeozoic Fossils of Devon, Cornwall, &c.,’ 1841, forming

part of the Ordnance Survey of those counties under the direction

of Sir H. T. de la Beche.

From the New Red Sandstone a few forms have been described

by Mr. Strickland and Mr. Murchison in the Geological Transac-

tions, vol. V. 2nd series, and Sir Philip Egerton has identified some

of the continental Triassic fishes as also occurring in this country.

But few" fossils from the Magnesian Limestone have recently

been figured, although Prof. Phillips enumerates more than 100

species ; a fine series of wLich has been collected by Mr. W. King

of New"castle. The collections of Mr. Bunbury (London) and

Messrs. Walton and Joyce (Bath) are particularly rich in the fossils

of the Oolitic group : the former is engaged in a strict comparison

of the species found in this country and on the Continent, and the

latter are about to publish some general observations on the more

interesting forms in their possession. Of these fossils betw^een 200

and .SOO new species remain unfigured, few of them having been

described by British authors since the 2nd edition of Prof. Phillips’s

‘ Illustrations of the Geology of Yorkshire.’ A considerable num-

ber w ill how ever be found in this Catalogue as having been iden-

tified wdth those figured in the works of Goldfuss and Roemer,
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A large number of new species from the Cretaceous group have

been described and figured by Mr. J. Sowerby in the Appendix to

Dr. Fitton’s interesting memoir ^ On the beds between the Chalk

and Oolite/ Geol. Trans, vol. iv. The publication of the ^ Palaeon-

tologie Frangaise/ by M. d’Orbigny, has also thrown considerable

light on the fossils of this aera^ to which many interesting additions

may be expected in the forthcoming work of Mr. Dixon of Wor-
thing. A considerable number of new fossils have recently been

procured from the London Clay in the neighbourhood of the me-

tropolis^ and of Barton^ and the Isle of Sheppy^ and which are to

be found in the extensive cabinets of Messrs. Bowerbank, We-
therellj and others

;
illustrations of these will probably be published

in a separate monograph^ or in the continuation of the ^ Mineral

Conchology.^ As belonging to this formation^ the Author is enabled

to insert several new species from Bracklesham Bay^ in the rich

collection of Mr. Edwards^ and which have been described in Des-

hayes^ ^ Coquilles Fossiles des Environs de Paris/

With regard to the fossils of the Crag, geologists are much in-

debted to the active researches of Mr. Searles V. Wood, who has

for some years devoted his attention to these formations, and has

published in the ^Annals of Natural History,’ accompanied by a

few illustrations, an extensive list of species belonging to them.

The Pleistocene deposits*, including the Raised Beaches of En-
gland and Scotland, have been more particularly examined by Mr.

J. Smith of Jordan Hill, who has published, in the Wernerian

MemoirsL vol. viii., an extended list of species obtained from the

basin of the Clyde and other localities
;
and a subsequent communi-

cation to the Geological Society of London, by the Rev. D. Lands-

borough,has also added considerable information as to these deposits.

The list of Fossil Fishes has been compiled from the ^Poissons

Fossiles’ of Agassiz; but a large number of new species from the

Old Red Sandstone, Oolite, London Clay, &c. have not yet been

described by that competent naturalist. The Author is, however,

under great obligations to Sir Philip de Grey Egerton, to whose
unsolicited kindness he is indebted for a complete revision of this

portion of the Catalogue, as well as for the addition of many new
species, which form a part either of the well-known collection of

Sir Philip Egerton, or of that of Lord Enniskillen.

* Respecting the shells of the Pleistocene freshwater deposits, much valuable
information has been afforded by Mr. S. P. Woodward.
t The descriptions of the new species were prepared by Capt. T. Brown.
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The list of Reptiles has been chiefly derived from Prof. Owen^s
Reports to the British Association, the illustrations of which are

nearly ready for publication.

In the class Crustacea* a great deficiency will be evident in con-

sequence of no descriptions having appeared of the new species,

although between twenty and thirty from the London Clay are

known in the cabinet of Mr. Bowerbank, and many others from

the Chalk and Oolite in other collections.

Only a few British fossil species of Insecta have been noticed

:

the recent researches of the Rev. W. Brodie and Mr. Strickland in

the Wealden and Lias have materially increased our knowledge of

these interesting fossils, but the specific characters have not yet

been determined.

In the present Catalogue a tabular form has been adopted for

the facility it affords of general reference
;
the genera and species

being arranged in alphabetical order, and according to the zoologi-

cal divisions to which they are properly to be referred ; and refer-

ence is made as well to those works, whether British or foreign, in

which the several species have been figured or described, as to the

authorities upon which the Author has relied in assigning to them

the places which they occupy in the Catalogue
;
the range or posi-

tion of each species, and one or more of the localities in which it

has been met with, are also stated.

The Author cannot conclude this short Preface without offering

his sincere acknowledgments to the President (R. I. Murchison,

Esq.) and Council of the Geological Society of London, who, by

the award of the proceeds of the Wollaston FundL have sanctioned

the utility of a work of this nature, which the Author has endea-

voured to render as complete as possible
;
and not the least are his

thanks also due to numerous scientific friends for many valuable

suggestions during its progress through the press, more especially

to Mr. R. C. Austen, Mr. D. Sharpe, Mr. S. V. Wood, Mr.

G. B. Sowerby, and Mr. J. W. Flower, who have enriched this

Catalogue by some useful corrections, as well as by the addition of

many important facts.

The difficulty is with those shells quoted from Baggy Point and Croyde, which re-

quire more accurate localities to be given in order to form an opinion to which series

they belong.

t The researches of Prof. Sedgwick on tbe slate rocks of North Wales have shown that

there is but one fossiliferous system older than the Wenlock shale. In the district de-

scribed by Mr. Murchison these rocks have been subdivided into Caradoc sandstone and

Llandeilo flags, but at present it has been found impossible to apply a similar subdivision

to the greater portion of the rocks of this region. This remark is also applicable to the

rocks of South Wales and Cumberland.

BRACHIOPODA.

It will be observed in this Catalogue that both Productus and Leptsena are re-

tained : under the former genus are comprised all those gibbous species having

the margin of both valves continued together, with no distinct hinge area, and the

spines irregularly seated on the convex valve
;
under Leptsena are arranged those

species having a distinct cardinal area, and the spines (when present) only placed
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along the hinge line : this arrangement, however, is not quite satisfactory, for in

the typical species of Dalman’s genus Leptsena (L. rugosa, euglypha, &c.) I have
never observed any trace of spines along the hinge line, but the margins of the

valves are continued together, whereas in the species alluded to, L. sarcinulata,

this character does not appear to exist
;
there is also a different structure in the

internal part of the ventral valve in these two groups.

Atrypa sublohata. Forth Geol. Rep. t. 38. f. 2. d, e,f.—I had considered this

reference as belonging to Ter. canalis of Murch. Sil. Syst., but Mr. Salter, who
is well acquainted with the latter species, assures me it is distinct. I cannot
however separate g-Jc of the same fig. from a species very common in the Glas-

gow shales, and which I consider to be a variety of T. amhigua.

Orthis Sharpei.—l have ventured to propose this name for a shell occurring in

CYRTOLITES, Conrad, Geol. Rep. New York, 1838. This name having the

priority ought to be retained, in preference to that of Ecculiomphalus given by
Fortlock.

MAMMALIA.

The age of the different beds containing the remains of Mammalia is perhaps

not yet definitely settled
;
the enormous quantity of bones of the elephant which

are strewed over the bed of the English Channel and German Ocean is a curious

and interesting phsenomenon. Similar remains, together with those of other

Mammalia, are abundantly found in the cavern deposits of this country, as well

as in other localities generally considered the result of diluvial or drift action

;

they are, however, not less abundant in the regular stratified deposits occurring

along the valleys of the principal rivers of England, and are there associated with
numerous fluviatile Testacea, at present indigenous to this country, of which two
or three species only are extinct, or inhabitants of more southern latitudes.

The brown clay of Cambridgeshire is a superficial deposit of uncertain date,

containing numerous mammalian remains, associated with fragments of fossili-

ferous rocks, from the Lias to the Oxford Clay inclusive.
