SEED DEPARTMENT.

There is a great difference about the time of sowing | 
seed in order to have them germinate freely. Oft- 
en complaints are made about seed which is usual- 
ly caused by unfavorable weather. The sower is 
not always blamed, but is often the cause by 
trusting such work to inexperienced help. The 
seedsman is generally more blamed by people 
who do not understand the nature of the various 

kinds of seed. 
Some varieties germinate more freely, like Phlox, 

Stock, Pansy, Dianthus, Daisy, Carnation, Alys- | 
kum, and Hollyhock in a cool atmosphere, while | 
Asters, Balsam, Begonia, Gloxina, Cyclamen and 
Cobcea require a high temperature and will not. 
grow unless a favorable treatment is allowed. 
Cypress Vine, Canna, Thunbergia and a few oth- | 
ers grow more freely to soak in water, while it | 

y It is some- | 
times the case that Clematis, Smilax and Lanta- . 
would be death to Palms and Cactus. 

nas will lie dormant for six months in the seed , 
box, then, being exposed to a favorable tempera- | 
ture, germinate freely. Itis often the case too | 
much water is given to tender seed kept in too | 
low a temperature and often not enough in a high | 
heat; possibly the seeds have sprouted but not ap- 
peared above ground, upon examination it is 
found they have decayed or dried out. 

No law can be made for the sowing of seed, as they 
all have their peculiar requirements for success. 
Seeds are often planted too deep, and in a dry time 
care is not given to aid them with sufficient moist- , 
ure before it is too late. If the ground is coid, 
hardy sorts will lie dormant until favorable weath- 
er, while those of a tender nature will decay in | 
the ground, never to show signs of life. 

For nearly all kinds of flower seeds it is the safest 
to start in the house in shallow boxes; when of 

sufficient size, transplant to the open ground if 
weather is favorable and all signs of frost have 
disappeared. A safe rule is to cover no deeper 
than the thickness of the seed. In sowing all fine 
seed like Petunia, Begonia, Calceolaria, Coleus, 
Cyclamen, Carnation, Geranium, Primrose, pre- 
pare shallow boxes 2inches deep, fill with fine 
pulverized soil, sow the seeds in rows 2 inches 
apart, which is preferred rather than broadcast; - 
cover seed one-sixteenth of an inch with the finest 
of soil, then moisten well and cover with paper; 
if you have panes of glass to cover the box, it will 
keep the temperature more even and gather moist- 
ure, requiring little if any water until the seeds 
are up. Care should be taken to leave the glass 
open a little for a circulation of air. As soon as 
the seedlings appear, remove the paper and glass, 
give air and all the sun they can have, to make 
them grow strong and stocky; when they have 
shown second or third leaf, transplant into pots 
or cold frame. When weather is warm, plant in 
the open ground. Seeds of ahardy nature to ger- 
minate require a temperature of 45° to 70°, those 
of a tender nature not less than 60° at night or 
above 80° in the sun. 

| In order to insure safety from uncontrollable weath- 
er, of most kinds of flower seeds I would advise 
starting in boxes in the house, cold frame or hot 
bed, especially all the choice kinds, where the 
moisture, air and better care can be given them, 
as nearly all kinds are transplanted with safety.

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GENERAL DIRECTIONS FOR 

THEIR CULTURE. 
Harpy ANNUALS May be sown in the months of 

May or June. For garden culture use a light fine 
compost, composed of garden soiland well rotted 
Manure in equal parts, spreading a few shovelfals 
where the seed is to be sown, to strengthen and in- 
crease the growth of the young plants; sowing the 
seeds where the plants are intended to bloom, and | 
regulate the depth of sowing by the size of the 
seeds. As soon as the young plants are an inch or 
two high, thin out and keep the earth loose and free 
from weeds, by frequent hoeing. 
HARDY BIENNIALS AND PERENNIALS require the 

same treatment as Hardy Annuals. In addition to 
the above, they may be sown in the open border in 
September, and, as soon as the frost appears, covered 
slightly with straw or dry litter, so as to protect 
them from the severity of the winter, As soon as 
the weather will permit in the spring, the covering 
should be removed and the earth loosened. 
HALF HARDY AND TENDER ANNUALS should be 

sown in a light, sandy compost, in pots or shallow 
boxes, in March or April, placed in a warm room or 
in a moderate hot-bed. The finer seeds should be 
but slightly covered, and the soil pressed closely 
over them; and if the house or frame is very warm, 
they should be frequently watered. As soon as the 
seed leaf is fully developed, transplant into shallow 
boxes, two or three inches apart, and when they 
have acquired sufficient strength—which will be 
about the latter part of May—transplant into flower 
beds. 

Seed should not be sown in the opeu ground, in 
this vicinity, before the middle of May. More fail- 
ures are caused by too early sowing than any other 
cause. As soon asthe ground becomes warm all 
seeds can be sown.

In sowing seed, never cover too deep. It should 
be regulated by the size, covering only a little deep- 
er than the size of the seed. In hot, dry weather 
the soil should be rolled after covering, that the 
seed may germinate quickly. 

Itis of great importance in sowing seeds, cither 
in hot-bed or open ground, that the temperature 
should he right. Cabbage, Cauliflower, Lettuce, 
Radish, Beets. cte:, will germinate freely in a tem- 
perature of about 50°, while Tomato, Pepper. Egg 
Plant, etc.. require a temperature of about 15° high- 
er. A little care on this point would save a great 
deal of injury to the grower, as well as to the seeds- 
man, who is often blamed for selling worthless 
seeds, when the faultlies wholly with the one that 
sows them.

With such care of 
growing Ican give my customers much stronger 
plants, and better than are offered by some parties 
who give them no care whatever, but allow them to 
be smothered with weeds, offering the plants for 
prices that area damage to themselves and to the 
parties who plant them, and would advise all who

wish to plant for profit to use care in buying and 
planting strawberry Plants, not to purchase because 
they are offered cheap, as they more times prove 
expensive than profitable. Sometimes Iam com- 
pelled to buy plants; in such cases I order from re- 
liable parties only, but generally keep a sufficient 
stock for the general demand of all varieties offer- 
ed. In any case where plants purchased of me do 
not prove to please, notify meat once, and I will en- 
deavor to give the purchaser satisfaction as far as I 
am able to do so, as J intend to work for the inter- 
est of the purchaser, as far as practical, in seiling 
good stock true to name, such as I would like to 
plant for myself..

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CULTURE OF THE STRAW- 

BERRY. 

Soil. They are successfully cultivated upon a 
great variety of soils, one kind not being adapted to 
all varieties, although some kinds succeed in almost 
any land; however, should never be: planted ina | 
very dry or very wet situation. A good sandy loam 
with a clay subsoil seems best suited to most varie- 
ties. Many of the latest and best flavored sorts 
thrive best on heavy clay soil. while those grown | 
upon sandy soil ripen their fruit early, extending 
the fruiting season from one to two weeks, by plant- 
ing both early and late varieties upon early and late 
land. Soil, locality and climate make more differ- 
ence with the strawberry than most other kinds of 
small fruits. The only certain method of success 
is fpr each one to try several varieties of early, me- 
dinm and late sorts, and cultivate those that give 
best results. : 
Manure. Well rotted stable manure applied 

broadcast, two or three inches thick on the surface, 
thoroughly mixing with the soil with harrow, rake 
or digging fork, is the most beneficial. When these 
cannot be had, guano, bone, phosphate and ashes | 
can be used with the best results, applying broad- | 
cast, mixing well with the soil with rake or harrow. 
Cultivation. Spring and fall are the time for 

planting. For field culture,-land that has been cul- 
tivated one year with corn, is best. Sod ground 
freshly turned is not as good, but if turned early in 
the fall and well manured will answer for spring 
planting. As soonas the plants are received, un- 
pack and plant out at once. If the ground is not 
ready, loosen the bundles and heel in in some shaded 
place. For garden culture. make the rows 18 inches 
apart, and set the plants 12 inches apart in the rows, 
leaving two feet every fourth row. For field cul- 
ture, make the rows three fect apart, and set the 
plants 12 inches apart in the rows, so they can be 
cultivated with a horse. In planting, mark out into 
rows, get asmall boy to drop the plants, then, with 
your trowel] in your right hand, makea hole large 
enough to admit all the roots of the plant without 
crowding or bending them, covering the roots care- 
fully, and pressing the earth very firmly around the 
roots, which, if set in dry weather, is the most im- 
portant part in planting, being careful not to plant 
themso «deeply as to cover the crown. To securea 
good yield, and have large, healthy plants the year 
after planting, they should not be allowed to bear 
the first season, cutting off all runners before the 
tips take root, and the ground kept loose and free 
from weeds. As soon as the ground commences to 
freeze in the fall, they should be covered with straw 
or coarse litter. Only avery light covering is neces- 
sary, to shade the plants from the sun, as continual 
thawing and freezing is very injurious to the fruit 
bud. In the spring remove the straw from the vines 
into the rows, leaving it for mulch, and it is also 
beneficial in keeping down the weeds. After the 
last picking, remove the straw altogether, and fork | 
or cultivate the beds. Strawberries managed in the | 
above manner will last from three tofour years. In 
order to secure a full crop every year, a new bed | 
shonid beset out every second year. 
The Hill and Matted Row System, 

If you wish to grow the largest and finest fruit, | 
keep allrunners cut off and let them form large | 
stools. If choice fruit is of no object, the runners 
may be allowed to grow at will. The hill system is 
considered best by nearly all growers, as they can 
be easily cultivated and kept in bearing a year long- 
er. It is best to renew beds every two or three years. 
Pure Varieties, I exercise special care in 

keeping my stock pure, renewing each year all the 
beds which I send my stock from, keeping each va- 
ricty by itself, so there is no possible way for them 
to become mixed. Isend out nothing bnt strong, 
stocky plants, we!l rooted, and are sure to live when 
transplanted under favorable circumstances.
