Failure to play good football for both halves of one contest cost the 1937 edition of the

Golden Flash gridiron machine the chance of being the most successful team in the history

of the institution.

The records show that Coach "Rosy" Starn's men turned in victories over Otterbein, 13-0;

Findlay 20-0; and Ashland 14-0. Defeats were handed out by Baldwin-Wallace, 13-0

in the season's opener; Heidelberg 13-7; Buffalo 13-0 and Wooster 15-7. A 13-13 tie

was played with Bowling Green.

Offensively, the Stornmen tallied 73 points and limited their foes to 67 counters. Carmen

Falcone paced the attack with 24 points. Joe Woods contributed the longest run, a 45

yard trek against the Wooster Scots. At Ashland, the Flashes unleashed a vicious attack

and piled up a total of 334 yards to set a season's record.
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Breaking the tradition that a Kent State team never emerged
victorious from Rockwood Field, Ashland, the Starnmen closed

their 1937 football season with a decisive 14-0 victory over the

Ashland tagles.

A dazzling aerial attack, coupled with some powerful running

plays from a 7. formation, were too much for Ashland team who
were outplayed in every department of the game. The Flashes

made a total of 334 yards to their opponents 135. Sixteen first

downs v/ere credited to Kent while Ashland made eight. Both

touchdowns were scored on passes, the first Rentschler to Hall in

the first period and the other, Sullivan to Harrington in the fourth

quarter.

A late rally by Bowling Green's Falcons deprived Kent's Golden

Flashes a chance of ending their season with an equal number of

victories and losses. Unleashing a powerful passing attack late

in the game, the sister institution seemed to baffle the Starnmen
and rolled up 13 points to tie the score.

Ashton Hall and Dice Alexander scored Kent's two touchdowns,

both in the first half. Kent led in first downs, contributing thirteen

to their opponents nine. An optomistic Dad's Day crowd witnessed

the fourth tie contest between the two schools since gridiron

relations were established in 1920.

Before one of the largest Homecoming crowds in the history of

the institution. Coach G. Donald "Rosy" Starn's gridmen defeated

a favored Findlay eleven, 20-0, in one of the season's most inter-

esting contests.

Findlay came to Kent a heavy favorite but the Flashes, with its

full strength on hand, soon displayed to an excited Homecoming
crowd some of the powerful running and aerial tricks that had

been kept in store during the early part of the season.

Carmen Falcone, ace fullback, provided the necessary punch in

the shades of the goal-posts and crashed through a strong Findlay

line for three touchdowns.
