TARE POPULAR BUGBEAR, 
Banlet, with the part of Hamlet omitted, could 

uot be more “‘etale, flat, and unprofitable” than 
Faction deprived of its bugbear. As sunshine ond 
rain ara to the yearning earth, sois bugbear to fae. 
tions plotters ia Chorch or Stato. i The progressive 
scieutiet will understand this; for, at his every de. 
parture from the beaten path of thought and die- 
covers, he hrs had to meet and grapple with the 
bogbear of a timid, bzcauso shortsighted, con- 
servatis. Those who work the minesof thought 
in other directions will likewise understand it, 

Tho bugbear of political factionists today io 
negro equality, The historian will record it’ ss 
tho crowned bugbear of these times. The dema 
gogues of old party organizctions nursed it 
through a projracted end psinfel infancy, and 
touderly directed its feeble steps through a sickly 
and semi-idiotic childhcod. Not bafore the Pre. 
sidevtial campaign of 1860 did it promize much 
or put on apy sturdiness whatever.

And 
wo know that press and people have indulged in 
impatient chidings ot its slow progress. It has 
hastened slowly ; and the people are beginning 
to recognise in its delay a providential disclosure. 
Stronger things have happened than that the 
American people should, at no distant day, thank 
God for all this apparent delay. Were it possi 
ble to stand with the Director of the Universe, 
Aoubtlees all would cover thoir faces for very 
shame. 

Thoro is a history of this war, then, reachiug 
back more than balf'a centory. Let us not ignore 
it. Let those who predict fioancial rain con its 
colemn leeson well. As its appronch was slow

competent to do for themselves. It cannot put 
anea upon the ams moral or iutellectual level, 
bat it may, and ought to, pave the way to the 
measurable elevation of universal man, 
The law of cquelity is imperfectly expounded 

by mere politicians. 
Equality of civil privilege cannot creste or 

maiotaio a perfect social equality; for thi, like 
fevias and tolent, and great moral elevation of 
coal, depends much updn conditious and circum. 
tances beyond the reach of legislation. Conld 

we cleat oway all the trash and rubbish which 
Rave accrued to prejudies and falze teaching 
through long centuries of time, it is probable that
