The version is somewhat broad, and is distinguished by a certain originality

in expression. Although it has no map, it has, on the other hand, the merit of being

augmented in the text. It contains a full translation of Peter Martyr's Decades, leaf

174-229, and also his three books " De Legatione Babylonica," 235-248, both want-
ing in all the different Latin editions. Besides, it contains all the pieces of the first

Latin edition of 1532, except Munster's " Introductio in tabulam geograph.," to which
the map belongs, and would, therefore, have been superfluous in this edition. The
preface by Grynaeus is omitted, but a new one by the translator, Michael Herr, is added.

It was made by the notary

Cornells Ablyn, who abridged the preface and added a dedication to William, Prince

of Orange. The History of the newly discovered Islands of Canaria, on pp. 504-521,
exists in no other edition. It is quite rare.

This large Collection of Voyages, compiled by J. Huttich, and edited by Simon
Grynaus, with a Geographical Preface by Sebastian Munster, all of the old University

of Basle, was printed at the expense of a Jo. Hervagius, a Basle publisher, and should

find a place in every public library, inasmuch as the original editions of the Papers of

which it is made up are now hardly to be found. Considering the date of the first edition

of 1532, the reader should study some of the Voyages with both of his eyes open, the

one to detect the mistranslations and the other the misconceptions of inland geographers,

who misread the reports of the navigators.

Next, in order of merit,

is the "National Edition," in which the same steel and stereotype plates are used—the

plates not being so fine; then we have a so-called "Sunnyside Edition;" a "Popular

Edition;" and lastly the entire works are printed in a smaller (i6mo) size, and are

known as the " Knickerbocker Edition." Having given the collations of so many as

relate to America, under their respective names, we omit a repetition.

Which con-

cludes the work," but a closer examination will show that these pages have the signa-

tures of Vol. X., of which no more was printed. Mr. Bohn reprinted the last leaf with

the statement we have quoted, in order, we presume, to make the buyer satisfied ; the

work is, in fact, a valuable but unfinished production. Vols. viii. and ix. were not

published till seventeen years after the others. Ten copies were printed on large paper,

26 by 19 inches, entirely for presents, and two copies were printed on vellum, one of

which was presented to the Bodleian Library, the other to the British Museum. An
intending purchaser should secure a set with the plates colored, as the coloring is, in

fact, an important feature in explanation of the text; the plates in Vol. iv., however,

are never found colored. The story of this magnificent work is at once interesting and

pathetic. Mr. Rich remarks that the noble author's " penchant foi; Mexican Antiquities

was produced by a sight of the original Mexican manuscript described by Purchas

(' Pilgrimes,' in.), preserved in the Bodleian Library, where his lordship was a student.

From the time he first saw it, he appears to have devoted his mind to it, and to have

thouglit of nothing else. Augustin Aglio, an excellent and well-known Italian painter,

was employed by him to visit Rome, Vienna, Dresden, and other places, to search for,

and to make copies of Mexican manuscripts, and after his return, to make drawings of

them on stone. I visited Spain for him in 1830, and again in 1832. ... After having

expended upwards of thirty thousand pounds upon this work, he got into difficulties

with some of the persons with whom he dealt, particularly with a celebrated paper

manufacturer. He was arrested in Dublin, and from obstinacy or unwillingness to pay

a demand which he thought unjust, was thrown into prison. He was there seized

with a typhus fever, which ended fatally in a few days." Had he lived a few months

longer, he would have inherited the title of Earl of Kingston, with an estate of forty

thousand pounds a year ; and Mexican topics would doubtless have absorbed a large

portion of his time and money. This sid story, although often related, is worthy of

repetition wherever learning is honored, or devotion to literature esteemed. He seems

to have become early imbued with that zeal bordering on infatuation which had allured

so many scholars before him ; the desire to prove that the American Indians were

descendants of the Jews, and in this respect he has raised a monument which will at

least preserve these unsolved symbols from destruction. We cannot do less than quote

the remarks in the "Athenaeum" that "This work in its magnificence recalls to mind

the patronage of crowned heads, and the splendor of the princely patrons of literature.

It has no taint about it of author or bookseller— it comes in the astounding form of

nine volumes, imperial folio ! and the cost of producing the whole will exceed fifty or

perhaps sixty thousand pounds." The "Times" of Dec. 8, 1868 contains an eloquent

tribute to the work, which is reproduced in Mr. Quaritch's Catalogue.
