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Diderot and Voltaire considered him “the father of modern science.” Others consider him
only the father of the “scientific method.” (That process dof collecting and organizing data.)
Bacon’s “The Essays,” are a delightful collection in decided disarray. That is, they seem to
take no true Jorft?ression. But an essay is not meant to be a treatise. And for all tgat, these

essays are still a pleasure to read Encompassing a broad field of interest, their largesse
denotes the broad learning of this brilliant philosopher. It 1s therefore our sincere hope that
the reader will, themselves, encompass these Essays. More importantly, we hope you enjoy
them.
