with the Darwins. The flowers are of immense size, of great substance, and come into bloom fully two weeks before 
the Darwins. Cultivation the same as for Darwins. See page 6. 
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Farquhar’s Giant Darwin Tulips 
The Giant Darwins combine immense size with perfection of bloom, and are carried gracefully erect on fine stems 2 to 3 feet tall. 

Colors range from purest white to blush, pink, salmon, shades of red, maroon, purple and almost black; recently some very fine yel- 
lows have been introduced of which we offer the choicest. varieties. Darwins bloom with the columbines in late May and make a 
glorious display for several weeks. Effective grouped in front of shrubbery and evergreens, or planted in beds or perennial borders. 

The bulbs we offer are of the finest quality and will produce magnificent blooms. Plant them in October or November, 5 to 6 
inches deep and 5 to 6 inches apart; a light mulch should be provided after the first hard freeze. 

When forcing Darwins indoors, the soil and general treatment recommended for hyacinths may be used. Plant three to five bulbs, 
according to size, in a 5-inch pot, or ten to twelve in an 8-inch pan. The varieties marked with an asterisk (*) are best for forcing, 
and are equally desirable for outdoor culture.

HyacintTus 1n Pots.—The soil for bulb-forcing should be a com- 

post of ordinary, rich garden loam, well-rotted manure, leaf-mold, 
and sand—if manure is not available substitute Fine Ground Bone. 
If bulbs are to be potted singly, standard 5-inch clay pots are the 
proper size, or four or five bulbs for an 8-inch bulb-pan. Provide 
drainage with pieces of broken pots. Break off any offsets which 
may appear at the base of the bulbs and cover with the soil so that 
the top of the bulb will be about half an inch below the surface. The 
filled pots may be placed in a coldframe or buried in a bed of sifted 
ashes and watered occasionally. When well rooted, which should be 
in from six to eight weeks, the bulbs may be brought indoors and 
forced, keeping fairly cool for two to three weeks, after which they 
may be given gentle bottom heat and liquid fertilizer, with plenty 
of water, sunshine, and ventilation on mild days. 

HYACINTHS IN THE OPEN GrouND.—The bed should be well 
spaded and plenty of well-rotted manure or Fine Ground Bone may 
be thoroughly worked in. The bulbs may be planted from October to 
early December; the early planted bulbs produce the largest flower- 
spikes. Set the bulbs at least 6 inches below the surface and about 
6 inches apart. Protect during winter with leaves, straw, and pine 
boughs.

Shrubs are the most important group of plants to produce home-like surroundings and picture-like effects in the garden. They 
should be chosen not only for graceful habit and season of blooming, but for their variously tinted leaves and berries. Plant them 
liberally and thickly for quick effects, and thin them out as they begin to crowd each other. They appreciate deep preparation of the 
soil and liberal feeding with manure or other fertilizer. Keep the ground beneath them cultivated, and do not plant them in holes cut 
in the sod. Prune them as they increase in age, in the winter cutting out old, decrepit canes entirely, and refrain from snipping at the 
ends of the shoots. Encourage new growth from the base of the plants at all times. 

Early-flowering shrubs should be pruned immediately after they have finished blooming to encourage new growth to produce 
flowers the next spring. If they are pruned in the winter, the buds which were formed the previous summer will be cut off and the 
quantity of bloom will be seriously reduced. 

Late-flowering shrubs, such as Altheas and Hydrangeas, may be pruned in winter or spring because the flower-buds are formed 
the same season as they bloom. 

Broad-leaved Evergreens are generally best with no pruning at all. 
Do not attack border shrubs as one would a privet hedge or a box tree. Allow the shrubs to assume their natural, graceful form 

but do not permit them to become old and crowded at the base. Keep them always growing new and fresh wood from the roots.

Stake the tree firmly to keep it in position against adverse winds, and scatter leaves or straw 
over the excavation to prevent its drying out. Water the soil thoroughly, frequently. Give it a 
thorough soaking—do not merely sprinkle the branches.
