These colorful, exquisite flowers are unlike most bulbs for tuberous rooted Begonias actually need 
shade and should be shielded from the sun’s rays. When planted in a moist, fairly rich soil, they 
require little care. 
Beginning in July, tuberous rooted Begonias carry their many huge flowers in a wide range of pastel 
and bright colors, from pure white to yellow, pink and deep rich crimson. The flowers bloom in 
clusters of three, one large male flower in the center and two smaller female flowers on either side. 
These side buds should be removed as soon as they appear; they are single-type flowers of inferior 
character and inhibit the full development of the central flower. Under ordinary culture these 
blooms will reach 5 to 6 inches in diameter, although flowers up to 8 inches may be obtained by 
special care and attention.
