It is very essential that you have a good depth of surface 
soil and proper drainage. There should be no less than a 
foot in depth of good loam, two feet would be better; if 
the soil is of a sandy nature the grass is apt to burn out in 
hot, dry weather. 

The seed may be sown with success at any time, from 
April to August, though the best time is during April and 
May. When your land is ready to receive the seed select 
a time when the weather is calm. If planted on a windy 

day the seed would scatter so unevenly the results would be 
very unsatisfactory. Just as soon as the grass gets started 
nicely, and it is 3 to 4 in. tall, run the lawn mower over it, 
being careful not to cut too close. Continue the mowings 
at intervals of about ten days. When the lawn is well estab- 
lished, frequent rollings are beneficial, especially in the 
spring. Sheep Manure (see page 31) makes an excellent 
fertilizer for lawns. Use at the rate of 100 pounds to every 
1,000 square feet. To stimulate the growth of grass of an 
old lawn use 1 pound to every 30 square feet; should be 
applied two or three times during the season. Apply just 
before watering and keep moist for several days.
