If you would have all vivid, vigorous breeds, 

Of every kind, plant nothing but good seeds; 

Learn to what elements your plants belong, 

What is their constitution, weak or strong; 

Be their physician, careful of their lives. 

And see that every species daily thrives: 

These love much air, these on much earth rely, 

These, without constant warmth, decay and die, 

Supply the wants of each, and they will pay 

For all your care through each succeeding day.” 

SELECTION OF VARIETIES. 
As above stated, the success in flower culture depends quite largely upon a judicious selection of varieties. Every 

variety we offer is, under certain conditions, attractive and desirable, but some of them, while exceedingly beautiful 
under favorable circumstances, will be most, unsatisfactory and little better than weeds under others. So we therefore 
again urge our friends, as there are so many*beautiful varieties that are easily grown, to select from, to study carefully 
the following pages before ordering, that they may select the sorts best suited to their wants. 

SOWING THE SEED. 
There are two ways of sowing seeds—the one in the border where the plants are intended to remain; the other in 

repared beds, from which they are transplanted to the flower garden or border. Tender annuals and delicate seeds 
will do better sown under glass, and transplanted to, the garden when the weather becomes warm and settled. A few 
varieties such as Candytuft, Conyolyulus, Delphinium Poppy, etc., are difficult to transplant and should be sown where 
the plants are to bloom. In sowing, avoid the general error of covering the seeds too deep. After the seeds are sown, 
water thoroughly and then watch that the ground does not become too dry. About once a day is often enough to sprinkle 
the seed bed. Too much water will rot the seed, and the w atering-can should be used with judgment. 

TRANSPLANTING. 
Choose a dull, cloudy day for this work. Give the seed-bed a good soaking with water half an hour before taking 

up the plants. Remove the young plants with a trowel or stout knife and set in permanent beds, pressing the soil 
firmly around the roots and using water freely. A little shade for a day or two will be necessary if the sun is bright. 
Keep the soil mellow and free from weeds, and you will be delighted with a brilliant show of flowers. 

THE FOLLOWING ABBREVIATIONS OCCUR IN THE FLOWER SEED LIST: 

A for ANNUALS, that grow, 
year from seed. 

B for BIENNIALS, that bloom the second year from 
seed and then die; though many, if sown early in the 
spring, flower the first year. 

P for PERENNIALS, that usually bloom the second 
year from seed, and continue to grow and bloom for many 
years. Some will also bloom the first year if sown early. 

bloom and die the first Hardy Annuals, Biennials and Perennials can be sown 
in the open ground early in the spring if desired, and Bi- 
ennials and Perennials will not require any protection in 
winter.
