The large proportions which this branch of our business has attained, lias made it necessary to create of
it a Special Department. The success which has attended our efforts to supply barbers with a co"mplete, first-

class bath outfit, at a moderate price, has been most gratifying. We have practically demonstrated the possi-
bility of furnishing an outdt which can be set up in thorough working order without the aid of a plumber or
machinist, and which can be depended upon to give entire satisfaction. The advantage of running bath rooms
in connection with a barber shop is obvious, and the amount of capital required is comparatively small. But
little room is needed, as a one-tub bath outfit, complete, can be conveniently set up in a room eight feet square,
if required. Our methods are simple and practical. All that we require is a rough plan of the room, in which
the outfit is to be placed, with length, width and height of rocm, and showing where the various fixtures are to
be located. From the measurements given we get out the needed fittings and pipe, cut in proper lengths and
threaded. The fixtures, set up in our shop in the exact position in which they will be arranged in your room,
are then connected, and all the different sections marked, after which they are taken apart for shipment.

ARRANGEMENT OF PIPE AND FITTINGS.

In arranging the pipe and fittings, we aim to have everything as simple as possible, so that no difflcnlty
whatever will be experienced in connecting the various fixtures. If, for instance, we find, that by the
addition of an extra fitting or two, connections are more readily made, we never hesitate to put them in.

We generally figure on furnishing with each outfit three stopcocks and one globe valve. By means of the stop-
cocks the water is kept under full control at all times ; the globe valve is used to empty the heater and iron tank
of water.

In some instances, where the room has a low ceiling, say eight feet high, and all the fixtnres arc to be
placed in same, we find it at times convenient to lay the iron tank on its side. In this position it will work per-
fectly satisfactorily. The arrangement of pipe and fittings differs with almost every outfit, and we always give
our patrons the benefit of a large experience. Our facilities for doing this class of work are unequaled, and we
guarantee all our work in this line.

OUR SYSTEM OF HEATING.

The system by which water in the iron tank is kept heated is the one known as " hot water circulation."
This system is simple, easily understood and is exactly the same as is used in thousands of dwellings through-
out the country, where the water-back of a kitclien stove is connected with an iron tank or boiler. In using
this system there is absolute safety, accidents being impossible. Our bath heaters and iron tanks can be used
equally well where supply is furnished from wood tank or in connection with water works where there is con-
siderable pressure. Our bath heaters will all stand one hundred pounds cold water pressure to the square inch.

The pipe and fittings are securely boxed, thus insurin" safe arrival of all pieces. We furnish with each
outfit, free of charge, a sketch of the fixtures, pipe and fittings as they appear when set up in working order,
the numbers on sketch corresponding with numbers on pipe, etc. These precautions rendermistakes in putting
up fixtures absolutely Impossible. We also send with every complete outfit, wi//io«< f//a/'g'«, n pair of patent
adjustable pipe tongs; with the aid of these tongs and an ordinary monkey wrench, pipe connections are easily
made.

These heaters are made of heavy boiler iron, with cast-iron heads, are strongly built, and are especially
adapted for heating water for bath rooms. They combine safety with economy and durability, and being simple
in construction, there is nothing about them to get out of order. The expense of running them, which is an
important item, is comparatively small. With an allowance of 30 to 40 lbs. of coal per day, a 10 x 18 heater wil)
furnish all the hot water needed for running one tub. Each heater can be relied upon to furnish the amount
of hot water stated in the above table. These heaters will stand 100 lbs. cold water pressure to the square inch,
every heater being tested this way before being shipped. Wood, hard or soft coal can be burned in these heaters.
The feed pipe in the smaller sizes is a portion of the smoke pipe which we furnish. In cut of Self-Feeder,
A shows the Damper Chain, B the Feed Door, and C the Door for examining fire. For one tub outfit we should
recommend the 10x18 heater; for two tubs the 12 x 24 size. When using this heater an iron tank is always
necessary, as connections should not be made directly between heater and tub.

Jn summer, when most bathing is done, these coll stoves are objectionable because of the
large amount of heat which they give out. The greater the number of baths given, the hotter the fire required.

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OUR GRIND-SHOP.

We show on the opposite page an interior view of our grind-shop taken from life.

We have noticed on looking over other dealers' catalogues, what purports to be interior

views of grind-shops, in which one sees a small army of men grinding razors, forging

steel, etc. For some reason or other, these shops are never open to inspection, presumably

on the ground that the machines are undergoing repairs. These grind-shops which look

so big on paper, will be found to employ in reality from two to four men.

Our grindshop is always open to inspection, and we cordially invite visitors to our

factory to inspect same and note our methods of work. They will find a scene

exactly as illustrated here. We have found occasion before to comment on the wonderful

and rapid growth of this department. Every grinder we employ is an expert at his calling.

The result is seen in the exceptionally high character of our work. We require on the

average from one week to ten days to fill orders for grinding, after razors, etc., are received,

as we are usually that time behind with this class of work. No one appreciates more
than we do the importance of returning to customers as quickly as possible the tools

sent us for grinding. Grinding to be done properly requires time, and if we occasionally

presume a little upon the patience of our patrons, we trust they will overlook it, as thej

can rest assured that we have their interests always in view.
