OF 

SIXTY YEARS ACTIVITY 

Primarily we were seed-growers. On the old farm at Reynolds- 
burg (10 miles east of Columbus), we started to save tomato and 
other seeds under the guidance of our father, Mr. A. W. Livingston. 
Up to 1875, we worked on the establishing of a commission box 
business. In 1876, however, this branch of the business was dropped 
and we decided to concentrate our efforts on the production of selected 
seed stocks for critical trade. We came to Columbus and rented a 
large room at No. 34 North High Street, within a square of our 
present location. Constantly increasing business demanded better 
facilities. From one large place to still larger quarters we continued 
to move until we finally came to our present headquarters in 1886. 
At first we had only the ground floor; soon expansion became nec- 
essary and we added the four upper floors. As the years rolled by, 
an annex was established at 15-17 East Long Street, which is con- 
nected directly with our High Street store. Here the Farm Seed 
Department, Offices, etc., found more conyenient facilities for the 

ing of the ever increasing business. 

In 1900, we bought our True Blue Seed Farm near Columbus, 
on which we also erected greenhouses for growing plants for our 
mail order trade, cut flowers, etc. e gradually added to the 
acreage so that now we are holding 53 acres of the finest land for the 
roduction of all kinds of seeds, plants, nursery stock, etc. 60,000 

ft. of glass represent the nhouse department today. E-vergrowing 
usiness necessi e leasing of a four-story Warehouse on Gay 

Street in 1904. In 1906, we bought a farm of 208 acres, near 
Kirkersville (about 20 miles east of Columbus) where, in soil especi- 
ally adapted for seed crops, we grow some of the finest strains of 
Onions, Tomatoes, Melons, etc., produced in the country. 

And still, the business keeps on growing. July Ist of last year 
we decided to move our Mail an press ler Department, as 
well as stocks to the splendid, new, large four-story building at 59-61 
East Chestnut Street, adjoining the Postoffice. 23436 sq. feet of 
floor space and an exceptionally fine, large basement gives us ample 
room to do things right. Here we are equipped to handle business 
more speedily and efficiently than ever before and from this ware- 
house we shall distribute ““True Blue’’ Seeds in future years. 

We do more business now in a week than we did during the 
first ten years of business in Columbus. We employed 8 men and 
girls during the busy season in 1886, while last Winter and Spring 
we had more than 175 men and girls working in the various depart- 
ments of our business. 

At all times the history of our business has been closely con- 
nected with the evolution of the Tomato. e introduction of new 
and better kinds meant always more and larger business, and today 
the Tomato occupies the center of the stage in our establishment. To 
us the world is indebted for a score of the best varieties, and Living- 
ston’s Tomatoes are grown wherever there are lovers and consumers 
of this wholesome fruit. 

This, then, sums up sixty years of activity in the seed business. 
That during the next sixty years our services to the world may be 
more and better is our sincere wish, and shall be the keynote to future 
efforts.

For very early fruit, the seed should be sown in a hot- 

bed about the first week in March, in drills five inches 
apart and one-half inch deep. Later sowings may be made 
until the last of April. (Sufficient plants for a small gar- 
den can be started by sowing a few seeds in a shallow box 
or flower pot and placing in a sunny window in the house.) 
When the young plants are 3 to 4 inches high, they should 
be set 4 or 5 inches apart in another hotbed or cold-frame, 
or transplanted into small pots, allowing a single plant to 
a pot. Expose to the air aS much as possible to harden 
them for planting out. Water freely at the time of trans- 
planting into the open ground and shelter from the sun a 
few days until the plants are thoroughly established. To- 
matoes are easily propagated from cuttings, and will come 
into bearing about a week sooner than from seed. Culti- 
vate thoroughly as long as the vines will permit, but the 
last two or three workings of the soil should be very shal- 
low or the crop may be badly injured.

Tomatoes grow splendidly trained to stakes or trellises, 

and the fruit is much improved, not only in appearance, 
but in quality. This mode of cultivation is quite common 
among gardeners who grow for early market, and at pri- 
vate places throughout the country; especially is this de- 
sirable where neatness and at the same time economy of 
space in the home garden is desired. The usual method is 
to set one strong plant to a stake 5 to 7 feet high, tieing 
the plant up with wool or other strong, soft twine, and 
pruning quite freely as the vine advances in growth. By 
this method plants may be set much closer than in the 
ordinary way. For fine, large specimens of high color and 
attractive appearance generally, grow the clusters of the 
fruit in paper sacks, as is commonly practiced by grape 
growers. These paper sacks or bags should be put on 
when the tomatoes are about three-fourths grown. That 
about 2000 plants will be produced from one ounce of seed 
is a safe estimate.

Colifior Cauliflowers Blumenkohl 

The culture of Cauliflowers is similar to Cabbage, but should be more thorough and the 
ground made very rich. Cauliflowers delight in a rich, moist soil, and in dry seasons should 
be abundantly watered, especially when heading. Sow the seed in the hotbed in January or 
February, and transplant the plants 2 or 3 inches apart in boxes or in the soil of another hot- 
bed, until such time as they are safe to be planted in the open ground, which in this latitude is 
usually from the 15th of March to the 10th of April. Set the plants in the field 2 feet by 15 
inches apart. If properly hardened off, they are seldom injured by being planted out too early. 
When heading, tie the outside leaves loosely over the head to protect it from the sun. Cauli- 
flowers should be kept constantly growing, as the crop may be injured by a check at any period of 
its growth.

Cabbage requires deep, rich, mellow soil, high manuring and good culture 
to obtain fine, solid heads. For early use, sow seeds of the early kinds in the 
hotbeds or in a box in the house the last of January or early in February; 
transplant into the open ground in April, in rows 2 feet apart and 18 inches 
in the row; or sow a bed of seed outside as soon as the soil can be worked. 
Transplant in about four weeks. For second early Cabbage, sow in April 
and transplant in May. For late Cabbage, sow in May and transplant in July 
in rows 3 feet apart and 2 feet in the row. In transplanting, it is important 
that plants be set down to the first leaf, so that the stem may not be injured 
in case of frost. Be careful not to cover the heart of the plant. Hoe every 
week and stir the soil deep. As they advance in growth draw a little earth 
to the plants until they begin to head. To prevent splitting or bursting, go 
frequently over the ground and push every Cabbage that appears about 
to mature over sideways, which will break some of the roots and check 
its growth. To prevent attacks of the cabbage fly on small plants, dust 
thoroughly with plaster, air-slacked lime or wood ashes. For cabbage worm, 
try Hammond’s Slug Shot. One ounce of seed produces about 2500 plants.

The fruit should be gathered when large enough for pickling, whether re- 
quired for use or not, as, if left to ripen on the vines, it destroys their pro- 
ductiveness. Cucumbers forced under glass turn yellow quickly; some- 
times from overfeeding, and often from the use of manures that are quick 
acting; on this account cow manure is preferred to horse manure. One 
ounce of seed will plant about 50 hills; one to two pounds to the acre.

thrive better if the ground has been manured for a previous crop, but if the ground is poor and requires enriching, 
use well-rotted manure; and for the dwarf varieties you can hardly make the soil too rich. When grown as a market 
crop, Peas are seldom staked or bushed, but are sown in single rows 3 to 4 inches deep, the depth depending on the time 
of sowing, nature of the soil, as well as the variety. Wrinkled varieties are not as hardy as the smooth sorts, and if 
planted early should have dry, warm soil, and not planted deep, or they are liable to rot in the ground. These wrinkled 
varieties are, however, the sweetest and best flavored. Rows for planting should be from 2% to 34 feet apari, accord- 
ing to the kind, soil and manner of culture desired. When grown in the kitchen garden, it is best to sow the seed in 
double rows, 6 to 8 inches apart, the tall sorts requiring brush. Commence sowing early 
varieties as soon as the ground can be worked in the spring, and continue, for a succes- 
sion, every two weeks up to end of June, discontinuing until the middle of July, when a 
good crop can sometimes be secured by sowing an extra-early sort. One quart sows 100 
feet of row; 13 bushels for an acre.

How to Make a Lawn.—tThe preparation of the soil is very important in making a good lawn. As early as possible in 
the Spring it should be thoroughly dug or ploughed to the depth of 10 or 12 inches and properly graded to the desired 
level. Remove all stones, sticks, sods, ete., harrow or rake it fine and roll it firm. It is impossible to get the soil too 
fine to receive the seed. After rolling the soil will be ready for the seed. If the soil is poor, wood ashes, bone meal or 
pulverized sheep manure should be added after digging it up. Well-rotted stable manure is also good, but it often con- 
tains weed seeds. Sow the best seed obtainable; it is always cheapest in the end; use quantity as indicated by table on 
this page. It is best to sow seed liberally, not only so as to produce a lawn quickly, but because the best lawn seed pro- 
duces fine-leayed grasses which should take entire possession of the ground at once, thus choking out and preventing 
the development of any weed seeds, which are apt to be in all soils. Sow seed by hand, distributing it evenly, going 
both ways across the plot. After sowing, cover the. seed by raking lightly; then roll. When the grass has become well 
rooted, use lawn mower. Keep the mower sharp, as if dull it will pull and injure the grass, besides causing the lawn 
to have an uneven appearance. Never allow the grass to become so high that the mower will take off the first joint, as 
this is an injury. Mow as often as necessary; in growing weather at least once a week. Let the short clippings remain 
on the lawn, as they wither and dry and form a protection to the roots. When the clippings are long, they should be 
raked off, for, besides being unsightly, they are also injurious. When dry and hot, avoid cutting too close. 

To Grass a Terrace.—Take for each square rod a pound of lawn grass seed, and mix it with about six cubic feet of 
good dry garden loam. Place it in a tub and add liquid manure, diluted with about two-thirds water until the mixture 
has the consistency of mortar.
