The one I found 

in Omaha seems to be related to E, mercuriolis, but still is a different 

species--Icalled it E, Creigshtoniana, The species from Westfield & Green 

Island reminded me very much of Thesium of the Swiss and Tyrolian Alps, 

therefore, 1 alled it E, thesioides, 

2. A Solidago which is found here quite often, seems to be S. puberala or

A whole army of doubts has arisen which I shall desdribe to you, my safe 

leader, one by one: 

Our Thalictrum is something between Th. dioicum & Cornuti (not purpurascens), 

Viola pedata is perhaps V, delphinsfol. In which way do your Portulaca retusa 

differ from P, oleracea L,? Are the flowers or the flower leaves retusa? What 

is the main characteristic of Vitis räparia? Is the description of Phaseolus 

pauciflorus Benth. in Gray's Manual correct? Is the enclosed specimen Ph, perenis pau 

Walt? Our roses need a thorough revision. Oenothera biennis (var, canescens) 

exists here foliis ovatis & lanceolatis, Gaura vernalis m, has rose red, purple, 

arched outward flower leaves; The var. Ebingeriana mihi white, spreading flower 

leaves & blooms% about one month later, 

At the Missouri an Umbellifera is growing which has great similarity with 

Archangelica; the fruits (see enclosure), however, are different. It is called 

here "wild anise", therefore, Pseudomismus angelicoides mihi,. Cumin with yellow 

flowers is grown here by some people on a large scale, What is this? Veronia 

(fasciculata) grows in Omaha with broad (almost round) leaves, here, however, 

with long leaves,

A bastard of Verbena stricta & hastata=V, hvbrida m, is not uncommon here, 

Physalis, of which we have at least three species and several varities, unfortunately, 

died. The description in the floras at my disposal are insufficient, Our Fhysalis 

par excellence is probably Ph, angulata, however, it is found with green as well 

as with brown flower bases, Stem angular, calyx rather puffed up. Fruit greenish 

yellow, very sticky. The whole plant is hollow; leaves at the base irregular, 

A Rumex with long leaves, undulating at the edges, exists on the shores of the 

Missouri, however, it is not yet in flower= R, conglomeratus Murr,? Among the 

Polygonum species we have one which is close to F, nodosum Ina, 

Our Chara is probably Ch, hispida?

Yes, it is Iva xanthiifol. & I am surprised that I did not see it 

myself, since I often enough mixed up the leaves of Xanthium with 

which it grows together in Yonkton, Dak. & in St. Helena, St. James, etc. 

in Nebraska and reaches a height of 10 feet. In Yonkton I found 

specimens which such leaves 

(drawing) 

The Spiranthes was described to me by Mr. Watson (Harvard University) as 

Romanzoviana and I called it: 

Spiranthes odorata var. alba 

which, however, it cannot be because of the three-rowed flowers. It is 

very good smelling. If you refer to your Aruna stina, do you mean Hooker's 

Spiranthes cernua & the one mentioned in the earlier edition of Gray's Manual? 

"Perianth manifestly ringent"
