Arcadia Historical Society 

Two paintings of early day Arcadia railroad..scenes,.and‘ various other mementses 
of ploneer ‘railnoading in Southern California, are among the items now on display 
in the rotunda of the Administration Building. The exhibit features paintings 
by ee Fdna B. Lenz. The OLD SANTA ANITA RATLWAY STATION and the FIRST LOCOMOTIVE 
used by the Santa Fe Railroad. The Santa Anita station was built by the railrcad 
at the insistence of "Lucky" Baldwin who refused to allow the train to steam 
cErouge his property unless the railroad agreed to make stops on his ground. .- 

The balance of the exhibit covers equipment used by railway men at that early 
period of railroading in California; in particular two telegraph keys, one being 
the first of its kind c 1888 used for the first through-service to Chicago, etc. 
There are also old railroad passes loaned by Bob Melbo of Arcadia from those col-~ 
lected by Mr. W. H. McCarr dating from c 1888 through 1959. This exhibit was made 
possible through the energy and interest of Mr. Bruce R. Wetmore.
