DR. DUNCAN NOBLE
This year I was invited by Dr. Noble and the West

Virginia Department of Culture and History to attend

the West Virginia Dance festival along with eight or

nine other NCSA students. We gladly accepted and

made our way to Charleston, West Virginia. Once we

arrived at our hotel we quickly made friends with other

festival participants. We began talking about dance

and teachers when out of nowhere a rather snooty girl

shrieked “1 really don’t like that Duncan Noble guy

wish she studied basket-weaving instead of ballet. The
rest of us didn’t take long to join in, we made this girl

understand exactly who Mr. Noble was to each of us.

John Cronin must have lectured for about five minutes

on why he was offended that she called Mr. Noble by

his first name rather than “sir,” or “your highness.” 1

assure you when we stamped out of this poor girl’s room

she knew never to say anything negative about Mr.

Noble again. In fact at the end of the festival she apol-

ogized for judging Mr. Noble without ever having even

taken class with him.

Looking back at this event I realize something. I

have more respect for Dr. Duncan Noble than I have

ever contemplated having for any one person. This

miracle of a man is a great choreographer, teacher.

friend, mentor and disciplinarian. He is a huge part of

the lives of his students, past and present, someone

we’ll never forget. Dr. Noble has been at this school

since it opened its doors. He has trained the best, not

just in dance, but in life as well.

Dr. Duncan Noble was bom in Canada. He began

dancing as a Scottish highland dancer; from there he

moved to tap and ballet. He moved to the United

States to join Ballet Theatre (now American Ballet

Theatre). He then enjoyed a healthy career on Broad-

way before signing with Ballet Russe de Monte Carlo.

There he became a featured soloist. Television was the

next step to his exciting career. Dr. Noble appeared on

many television shows such as “The Ed Sullivan

Show,” and “Arthur Murry Dance Party.” Dr. Noble

has worked with The National Endowment for the

Arts, and was recently honored with “Duncan Noble

Day” by the West Virginia Department of Culture and

History. Dr. Noble was awarded a honorary doctorate

of Fine Arts in 1993. When rumor spread about retire-

ment . . . every ballet student in the school signed a

petition requesting he stay. Dr. Noble, thank you, you

are an inspiration to all of us. It is my distinct pleasure

to dedicate this yearbook to you!
