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FRENCH METRIC SYSTEM OF WEIGHTS AND MEASURES.

The system is decimal throughout.

The basis of the system is the metre, which is equal to

39*3708 inches. The mitre is divided into ten parts, called

decimetres; each decimetre into ten parts, called centimetres ;

and each centimetre into ten parts, called millimetres. There-

fore, i metre = 10 decimetres = 100 centimetres = 1000 milli-

metres.

Square and cubic measures are derived from the metre.

The sub-divisions of the square and cubic measures are the

same as for the linear metre, but naturally

I square metre = 100 square decimetres.

THE THERMOMETERS.

The Centigrade thermometer is universally used by scien-

tific men, and it is the scale most generally employed on the

continent. The Germans call it the '
Celsius thermometer.'

The Reaumur scale is principally used in Russia. In

these two scales the freezing point is denoted by o, and the

boiling point respectively by 100 and 80. Therefore, 100

degrees Centigrade = 80 degrees Reaumur = 180 degrees
Fahrenheit.

As the indications of the Fahrenheit scale begin at 32

degrees, and not at zero, we must remember that in convert-

ing from degrees Fahrenheit to Centigrade or Reaumur, 32

degrees must first be subtracted; whilst when we convert

degrees Centigrade or Reaumur into Fahrenheit, 3 2.degrees
must be added after the multiplication and division have

been made.

It is important to remember that, since 100 degrees Centi-

grade =80 degrees Reaumur = i 80 degrees Fahrenheit,

= 9 Fahrenheit.
