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The Texas Bird Records Committee (TBRC) maintains the official state checklist for the Texas 

Ornithological Society. As part of that responsibility, the TBRC requests and reviews documentation for 

records of species that are considered of unusual occurrence within the state. A list of these species was devel¬ 

oped in 1987 by Greg W. Lasley and it is commonly referred to as the “review list.” The review list currently 

contains 140 species and the details of the accepted records for each are listed below. There have been many 

additions to the hst, primarily through new species being documented in the state, as well as the removal of 

species. Species removed from the review list since 1987 include Red-throated Loon, Pacific Loon, Clark’s 

Grebe, Cory’s Shearwater, Audubon’s Shearwater, Band-rumped Storm-Petrel, Glossy Ibis, Pomarine Jaeger, 

Parasitic Jaeger, California Gull, Lesser Black-backed Gull, Glaucous Gull, Sabine’s Gull, Black-legged 

Kittiwake, Bridled Tern, Lewis’s Woodpecker, Williamson’s Sapsucker, Tropical Kingbird, Northern Shrike, 

Clay-colored Robin, and Henslow’s Sparrow. Tamaulipas Crow was recently added to the review list as a 

result of the rapid decline of the United States population. Annual reports of the committee’s activities have 

appeared in the Bulletin of the Texas Ornithological Society since 1984. 

There are a large number of reports of review species made prior to 1987. Many of these observations are 

undoubtedly correct, but were made during a time when there was no emphasis on collecting information per¬ 

taining to sight records. The TBRC does not wish to diminish the value or potential validity of these reports. 

The following listing includes all accepted records of current review species as of 1 August 2003. For species 

with more than nine accepted records, there is a bar graph illustrating the timing of occurrence. For records 

where the individual was present during more than one month, each month it was present is represented in the 

graph. Therefore, although there may only be 12 records for a particular species, the graph may show 15 

occurrences. This was done in order to give a more accurate representation of occurrence in the state.
