Celery seed is slow to germinate, and when early plants are wanted it should 
be sown ina hotbed in February or March, barely covering the seed. When 
the plants are large enough, transplant into coldframes, one and one halfinches 
apart; water and attend carefully ; keep the temperature moderate; and when 
the weather is suitable, from middle of May till June, transplant into the open 
ground. For main crop or home garden, sow in shallow drills in the open 
ground, as soon as the soil can be worked. Rolling or pressing in the seed 
will give more satisfactory results than merely covering it. See that the bed 
is kept well watered. When the plants are two inches high, thin out to 
three inches apart inthe rows; and when four inches high, cut off the tops 
to make the plants stocky. The best time to plant is that which will bring 
the plants to maturity during the cool, moist weather —in this locality from 
the middle of June to early in July. Never hoe or earth up in moist weather, 
nor when the plants are wet with.dew, as it would cause serious injury. 
One ounce of seed will produce 4,000 to 5,000 plants. One-fourth to one- 
half pound per acre.

Seeds of Tender Plants 
Most of the plants in this department come from a warm, moist climate, 

so we must supply similar conditions artificially To do this without a green 

house, sow the seeds in boxes or large pots; make a compost of three parts 
rotted sod and one part fine sand; this makes a rich soil that will not bake. 

Sow the seed very thin on the surface, then sift a little fine earth over it 
and water gently through a fine sprayer ; lay a piece of glass over the top, and 
put the boxes or pots where they may have ordinary warmth and light, but no 

direct sunlight. When the plants are up remove the glass, or they will 
become mouldy and decay near the surface of the ground. As soon as they 
have made two leaves, transplant carefully into another box or pot of similar 

soil, setin a shady place for a few days, and water very sparingly. When 

somewhat established, remove them to the light.

SELECTED LILIES FOR THE GARDEN 
Suggestions for Planting 

Plant the large Lily Bulbs, like those of Auratum 

and Speciosum, eight or nine inches deep. Small 

bulbs, like those of Tenuifolium, Golden Gleam 

and Canadense, five or six inches deep. Many fail 

in this particular, setting the bulbs so near the sur- 

face that the frosts of winter almost throw them out 

of the soil. The Lily throws out roots from the 

stalk above the bulb, and these serve the double 

purpose of supplying nutriment to the plant and of 

bracing and sustaining in position the heavy weight 

of the blossoms.

Both pictures above were taken within a few weeks, in the same field on our McCall Road Farm. In the first, the men 

and teams are plowing under seventeen acres of Rye which averaged five feet in height. This immense quantity of plant 
food which was estimated at more than $50.00 per acre is only one item of expense in growing a crop for seed. In the picture 
at the right is shown one of our transplanters at work. We keep four of these machines constantly in use while setting our 

Aster fields. The men riding in the rear are dropping Aster plants as the machine advances, into a little trench which is dug, 
watered, and refilled by machinery. 

Both photographs show Mr. James De Forest and our famous team of grays. Mr. De Forest began working for 

James Vick, the founder of this concern, forty-five years ago this winter and has worked continuously and faithfully for the 

Vick interests since that time. His “colts”, which are now, on account of their age, almost pure white, have been pictured 

before. One is twenty-seven; the other is nineteen, and one of the handsomest horses in our stables. 

The pictures below represent Vick Picnics with an interval of thirty-five years between. The small picture was taken 

in 1879. The lower right picture shows a group on our Orchard Farm lawn at the picnic last summer, around one of the 
tables after the dinner had disappeared. Characteristic of these modern days, the pleasure of the children was quite as care- 
fully considered as that of their elders. It is certainly a handsomer picture because the little ones are in front, while a group 

of directors and managers of the Vick concerns are almost indistinguishable at the farther end of the hundred-foot table. 

The pictures on this page are partly suggestive of business, partly of pleasure. To our minds they are also suggestive 

of the long existence and present youthful vigor of our entire organization. While it is true that this is the oldest mail order 
concern of any kind in America, we take greater pride in the fact that there was never a time when this house possessed 

more vigor, a better organization, more complete equipment, a larger host of friends and customers, and a greater capacity 

for service than at present. This house was founded on the principles of good quality and fair dealings. It has maintained 

this reputation and built a substantial structure, whose worth is more than money, whose ideals are above mere gain. 
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
